March 25, 2018   - PALM SUNDAY 
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FROM THE PASTORõS DESK 
Palm  Sunday  has  arrived  and  the  solemn 

ceremonies of Holy Week are upon us.  The whole 

liturgical year leads up to this week and itõs final 

culmination on Easter.  These days celebrate and 

remind us of the reason that Christ left His abode 

of Heaven and took on flesh.  He came to save 

us but to do that He had to die for us, He had to 

offer His life in expiation for our sins.  The Liturgy of 

Palm Sunday is a bit bi -polar, if you will.  Holy 

Mother Church begins the ceremony on a high 

and  exuberant  note  joining  in  the  voices of 

acclimation  welcoming  Jesus  to the Holy City 

Jerusalem and hailing Him as the Savior.  Then we 

take a sharp swing and hear the sacred words of 

the Passion proclaimed and in our mindõs eye we 

see our Lord bear His Cross and take His repose in 

the tomb.  Finally  the  end of the Liturgy takes 

another swing toward the triumphant as we look 

forward to Christõs triumph over sin and death.  It 

is a beautiful Liturgy and one rich with symbolism.  

All the Liturgies of Holy Week are equally rich.  A 

lot of people say the Masses are too long during 

Holy Week, but when you put yourself in them the 

time goes by very quickly and Holy Week only 

comes once a year.  I hope to see many of you 

at the Liturgies this week, there are many graces 

to be gained.  God is so good to us!

Palm Sunday  is  the  final  Sunday  of  Lent,  the beginning of Holy Week, and commemorates the triumphant 

arrival of Christ in Jerusalem, days before he was crucified.  
 

Palm  Sunday  is  known  as  such because the faithful  will  often  receive  palm  fronds  which  they  use to 

participate in the reenactment of Christ's arrival in Jerusalem. In the Gospels, Jesus entered Jerusalem riding a 

young donkey, and to the lavish praise of the townspeople who threw clothes, or possibly palms or small 

branches, in front of him as a sign of homage. This was a customary practice for people of great respect.  
 

Palm  branches  are  widely  recognized  symbol  of  peace  and  victory,  hence  their  preferred  use on Palm 

Sunday.  The use of a donkey instead of a horse is highly symbolic, it represents the humble arrival of someone 

in peace, as opposed to arriving on a steed in war.  A week later, Christ would rise from the dead on the first 

Easter. 
 

During Palm Sunday Mass, palms are distributed to parishioners who carry them in a ritual procession into 

church. The palms are blessed and many people will fashion them into small crosses or other items of personal 

devotion. These may be returned to the church, or kept for the year.  
 

Because the palms are blessed, they may not be discarded as trash. Instead, they are appropriately gathered 

at  the  church  and  incinerated  to  create  the  ashes that will be used in the follow year's Ash Wednesday 

observance.  
 

The colors of the Mass on Palm Sunday are red and white, symbolizing the redemption in blood that Christ 

paid for the world.

GOSPEL MEDITATION 

 ENCOURAGE DEEPER 

 UNDERSTANDING OF 

SCRIPTURE 

 

Our humanity bleeds through today's Gospel passages 

in more ways than one. We see both elation and fall, 

hope in the midst of the darker sides of our natures. If 

we allow it, these Gospels hold a mirror to our own 

fickle  hearts.  The  crowds cry "Hosanna" and the 

Apostles profess allegiance unto death. In a manner of 

days -- even hours -- Jesus is betrayed, abandoned, 

denied, condemned, tortured, and executed. As God, 

he  could  have  stopped this horrific narrative from 

unfolding, but he doesn't. He allows free will to play 

itself out.  
 

There are nearly two millennia between this spectacle 

and us. We can stand safely removed, if we choose. 

But Lent invites us to return to this story. Lent invites us 

to find ourselves in the people we encounter there. 

Are we the repentant woman at Bethany? Are we 

naysayers of such lavish piety? Have we acted in a 

way that betrays those we love or denies what we 

know to be good and true? Have we fallen asleep in 

our faith? Have we unfairly accused others of a crime 

or immorality we imagine, though perhaps they didn't 

commit? Do we help others carry their burdens? Do 

we stand in solidarity with those who suffer? Do we 

care for the dying?  
 

This  week,  take  up   today's  Gospel  again. Look 

carefully  at  the  Passion  narrative  and  sit  with  it  in 

silence.  Find  yourself  in  the  story and ponder its 

meaning for your own life. Journey with Jesus to the 

foot of the Cross so that you too may say, along with 

the faithful centurion, "truly this man was the Son of 

God!ó 
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
