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FROM THE PASTORõS DESK 

I have a great announcement to makeéwe are 

going  to  be  blest  this  Lent with a very special 

occasion!  On March 10 th, 11th, and 12 th we will be 

having  a  Parish  Mission   along with a 40 Hours 

Devotion !  

 

The Parish Mission will be given by Mr. Hector 

Molina of Casting Nets Ministries.   There will be 

more information in the bulletin as we get closer to 

the dates as to the times for the talks etc.  For the 

40  Hours  devotion,  this  is  an  extended  form of 

Solemn Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament.  We 

are very blest to have a core group of people who 

adore the Blessed Sacrament every week in our 

parish on Thursdays but this will be three days of 

Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament from the end 

of Mass at 8am to its reposition at 8pm each day.   

There will be a Solemn Benediction on the last day 

of the 40 Hours Devotion.  40 Hours Devotion is time

- honored devotion in our Faith that sort of fell 

away for a while but is, thankfully, returning.  What 

will be very, very important is for people to sign up 

for   adoration    times.    There    will   be  three  

consecutive days of Adoration and we must have 

at  least  one  person  for  every hour.  You can 

certainly sign up for multiple times.  

 

The 40 Hours Devotion derives from the 40 hours 

that Our Dear Lordõs body laid in the tomb from his 

burial to his resurrection.  And the number 40 is 

used in the Bible many times to signify a change.  

The Jews wandered in the desert for 40 years, Our 

Lord fasted in the wilderness for 40 days (lent) and 

his body laid in the tomb for 40 hours.  All of these 

times resulted in a great new beginningéthe 

Jews entered the promised -land, Our Lord began 

his public ministry, and finally he rose gloriously 

from the grave.  We can utilize this coming 40 

Hours devotion to pray for a change in ourselves 

as well.  Perhaps there is a bad habit we need to 

give up.  Perhaps there is an affliction that we 

have been enduring but we need to surrender 

our wills to the Lord to either take it away or help 

us bear our cross with more love.  40 Hours can be 

offered for communal intentions as well.  There will 

probably be a parish intention that we offer this 

time  for,  that  everyone  can  include  in  their 

personal prayers.  

 

Certainly  it  will  be  a  time  of  rich  graces for 

everyone who participates in it.  Please mark your 

calendars and plan to attend the talks and set 

aside some time to adore the Lord in this special 

way.

GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE 
 

Today's  Gospel  is one of tension and contradiction. We enter the scene at the local synagogue. It is near the 

beginning of Jesus' earthly ministry, and he has returned home to Nazareth for a short while. There, in the midst of 

the men who watched him grow up and who played with him as a boy in the dusty streets, Jesus proclaims that 

he is the fulfillment of the Messianic prophecies of Isaiah. The response is understandably mixed. "All spoke highly 

of him and were amazed at the gracious words that came from his mouth. They also asked, 'Isn't this the son of 

Joseph?'"  
 

Jesus reminds them - none too gently - of the Israelites' rejection of the prophets throughout history. Not only did 

the people ignore Elijah and Elisha, but they worked miracles among the pagans instead. Then comes the rage. 

"They rose up, drove him out of the town, and led him to the brow of the hill on which their town had been built, 

to hurl him down headlong."  
 

No one likes to be reminded of their own faults. In the deeply religious Jewish society, nobody wanted to be the 

unfaithful one. Jesus exposes the sins of the community, and it drives them not to conversion, but to rage. We can 

consider our own time. How often, when someone is contracted, do they quickly resort to anger, name -calling, 

and undermining the reputation of the other? How quickly we want to destroy! This Sunday, we ought to consider 

our  own  lives.  Do  we  listen  to  the  prophetic  voices  around  us,  even  when  they  threaten  to upturn our 

expectations?  If  we  hear  something  difficult,  something  that  reminds  us of our own sin, do we accept the 

opportunity to prayerfully ponder? If we allow ourselves to be open to the prophetic voices in our own lives, we'll 

notice that God speaks through the unexpected, if we have ears to hear it.

By now, we know if we are having an early spring or we 

have 6 more weeks of cold weather.  But a little more 

information about this tradition.  
 

The first official Groundhog Day was celebrated on 

February 2, 1887 at Gobblerõs Knob in Punxsutawney, 

Pennsylvania.  It was a German tradition brought to this 

country.  They used Badgers originally but since they 

were hard to find, they substituted the Groundhog.    

Other facts about Groundhog Day are . . . .  

 

1. Phil has a posse.  A select group of top hat and  

       tuxedo -wearing individuals called the Inner Circle 

take care of Phil all year round.  The Groundhog 

speaks to them and they translate to the rest of the 

world.  
 

 2.  Phil is old.  The average groundhog lives between  

       6 ñ 8 years but Punxsutawney Phil is supposedly 

over 130 years old.  He gets his longevity from  

       drinking ògroundhog punchó a secret elixir know 

only by members of the Inner Circle.   
 

3. Phil is fat.  Punxsutawney Phil weighs around 20 

pounds.  The average groundhog weighs 12 ð15 

pounds.  Apparently ògroundhog punchó is  

       fattening.  
 

4.  Phil lives in library.  Phil lives in òGroundhog Zoo,ó a 

warm terrarium built into Punxsutawney Memorial 

Library.  Punxsutawney Phil can be seen from outside 

or from inside the Library.  He shares the home with 

his wife Phyllis and a couple of other groundhogs.  
 

5. Phil gets lots of visitors.  In the years  following the 

1993 release of the movie òGroundhog Dayó 

       starring Bill Murray, crowds numbering as high as      

40,000 have flocked to Gobblerõs Knob in  

       Punxsutawney.  Ironically, the movie was shot in  

       Woodstock, Illinois.   
 

6.    Philõs full name is long . . . Really long.   

       Punxsutawney Philõs full name is ñ Punxsutawney 

Phil, Seer of Seers, Sage of Sages, Prognosticator of 

Prognosticators and Weather Prophet Extraordinary.  

He was originally called Brõer Groundhog but was 

later renamed after King Philip.  
 

7. Phil is often wrong.  According to records, Phil has 

only predicted early spring 18 times compared to 

102 times for longer winters (ten years are  

       unaccounted for).  The U.S. National Climatic Data 

Center pegs Phil being correct about 40 percent of 

the  time.   They  compared  the  average  

       temperatures for the winter and spring seasons, 

and found that often when Phil would predict 

longer winters, temperatures actually turned for the 

better.  

 

Philõs a great little woodchuck, 

but you wouldnõt want to take 

him to Vegas!
