From the Desk of Father Steve:  Authentic Leisure Part V:  The Holy Mass as Leisure 
 

ñFrom this moment on, live the Eucharist fully; be persons for whom the Holy Mass, Communion, and 

Eucharistic adoration are the center and summit of their whole life.ò 

      -Pope St. John Paul II 
 

 Looking at the title of this bulletin article, we might be startled a bit: the Holy Mass as a form of    
leisure?  Isn’t that a bit irreverent, to consider the holy sacrifice of the Mass as a leisure activity?  Doesn’t  
that downplay the awesome importance and solemnity of Holy Mass?   

 Well, it might if we are thinking of leisure only in the sense that the world around us thinks of            
it- mindless attempts at just having fun.  Certainly the celebration of the Mass is not that!  But, if we            
remember the definitions and descriptions of Christian leisure that I have been emphasizing in previous    

bulletin articles, that leisure is not mindless “vegging-out” but rather, intentional enjoyment of opportunities to spend time    
soaking in the beauty of God, His creation, our family and friends, and healthy forms of recreation, then really, we can say that 
the Mass can be seen as the highest form of holy leisure.  Why?  Well, remember that I had said that authentic leisure is not 
something that is task-oriented, that is a means to an end, but rather, authentic leisure is something that we do for itself, for its 
own sake.  So, we enjoy a beautiful day for the sake of enjoying a beautiful day.  We play a game with our children for the sake of 
fun and joy.  We spend time in prayer to be close to God and allow Him to enter more fully into our lives.   True leisure, “play,” if 
you will, is good in itself- it’s human, it’s part of our nature.   

 Something similar can be said about the Holy Mass.  One of the greatest mistakes that people make in thinking about the 
Mass is that they ask themselves the question: “What do I get out of going to Mass?”  That is the wrong question!  That question 
assumes that the Mass is a means to an end- that going to Mass is supposed to do something for me.  In reality, that’s backwards.  
The Mass is not solely about me and what I imagine that I get out of it.  Going to Mass is what I do to show God that I love Him  
for His own sake; it’s me spending time with the God whom I love because I want to love Him and be in relationship with Him. So 
if we think about it, going to Mass is a form of holy leisure because it is something that we do for its own sake which strengthens 
our relationship with God.  Think of it like a dating couple going for a walk and talking about their relationship, or a married      
couple going for a Sunday drive to enjoy each other’s company and God’s creation.  Going to Mass is the highest form of prayer, 
but it is still a form of prayer, and prayer is simply spending time with the Beloved.  When we go to Mass, we sing, we pray, we 
listen to the Bible, we think about and meditate on holy things, we participate in worship, we receive spiritual nourishment and 
we spend time with God and with our spiritual family- our fellow parishioners.  The Mass, then, could easily be seen as the       
highest form of holy leisure, of simply enjoying time with God our Beloved. 

 So how, then, can we enter into the celebration of Holy Mass as a holy form of leisure which nourishes our minds, hearts 
and souls?  Let me offer a few suggestions.  First, unless you are on call for medical or police or fire emergencies, or unless there 
is some other truly pressing need, turn your cell phone off during Mass or simply leave it in the car.  I promise you, the world will 
not end!  I say this for three reasons- first, it is just too tempting, as addicted as many in our society are to technology, to check 
our phones, to text, and to check our Facebook page during Mass.  Doing so without a compelling and grave reason (i.e.- you are a 
first responder who is on call) is offensive to God because during the time when we are supposed to be demonstrating our love 
and affection for Him, we are choosing to play on our phones instead.  Second, we should turn off our phones or leave them in 
our cars so that they don’t ring and disturb others during Mass.  Third, because then we won’t be tempted to check the time    
during Mass.  For the same reason, we should consider leaving our watches in our cars too.  You’ll notice that I myself often wear 
a watch, but I take it off to celebrate Mass.  During Mass, we should not be checking the clock, and we shouldn’t be determining 
that Mass should only last so long- this is God’s time.  For the same reason, I would suggest that we be careful not to schedule 
unnecessary appointments or activities that lead right up until the start of Mass or begin right after the end of Mass.  That way, 
we are not concerned about whether Mass goes long or not, and we are not rushed on our way to Mass or rushed to leave Mass.  
It’s holy leisure time!  Enjoy it as such.  We need more leisure in our lives, so let’s start with the holiest of leisure times that      
already is carved out for us- let’s enjoy and simply relish the celebration of Mass as a time to pray, to rest from the busyness of 
life for an hour, and enjoy the love of our loving God.
