          “Throwing off his cloak, he sprang up and 

came to Jesus”. (Mk10,50)  Can we spring up, 

throw off the cloak of routine, “stuckness”, and 

political correctness? Can we spring into the free-

dom of seeing and following Jesus?  Today’s 

readings speak of God’s transforming and saving 

acts in the midst of the people of Israel, acts 

which also point to Jesus’ identity as Saviour and 

Messiah.  

    Jeremiah guides his prophetic ministry during a 

time of intense political and religious turmoil. He 

proclaimed the authentic tradition of Yahwism 

during a resurgence of idolatry that fused Meso-

potamian astral gods and Canaanite fertility.   

Today’s reading proclaims the restoration of   

Israel. The restoration of Israel recalls the mo-

ment of the Exodus, when Israel “found grace in 

the wilderness”. The restoration includes the re-

newal of worship and pilgrimages to Jerusalem.    

     “The Lord has done great things for us; we are 

filled with joy.” You restored our fortunes, O 

Lord. The letter to the Hebrews defines two  

characteristics of the priesthood of Jesus which 

reflect that of the Old Testament.  The high 

priesthood is considered an honour that no one 

can presume to take, a gift from God.  Just as God 

called Aaron, so Jesus is appointed by God, and 

does not glorify himself when he becomes the 

high priest.  

     Secondly, Jesus has been “in every way tested 

as we are, yet without sin”. This however is 

different because the high priest himself is 

“subject to weaknesses”.

      A large crowd was following Jesus as he left Jericho. The gospel tells us that Bartimeus “shouted” not 
once, but several times.  He shouted for help, but he made sure he identified Jesus.  He was desperate to 
the degree that he used the politically incorrect and dangerous name “Son of David”.  In doing so he 
moved beyond the category “blind beggar” to “follower of Jesus”.   
      Today’s readings focus on the transformation and freedom that God gives to suffering people on both 
a personal and communal basis.  It involves attentiveness, just the way Jesus who was determined to go 
to Jerusalem on his mission, suddenly “stood still” to listen.  It involves asking “²Ƙŀǘ Řƻ ȅƻǳ ǿŀƴǘ ƳŜ ǘƻ
