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APOLOGETICS CORNER:   This question is a commonly posed one 
by our Protestant brethren.  How would you respond should you 
be asked? 
   
 

Q: Why do Protestants believe that the Bible is the inspired Word of God? Are there any prob-
lems with the logic behind their reasons and how this relates to the Catholic Church?  

 

A: The Protestant Reformers said that the Bible is the sole  authoritative source of religious truth, whose under-
standing can be found by looking only at the words of the text itself and letting the Holy Spirit inspire the reader. 
This is the Protestant teaching of Sola Scriptura (Latin: the Bible Alone).  There is perhaps no greater frustration 
in dealing with Protestants, than in trying to pin them do wn on why the Bible should be taken as a rule of faith at 
all, let alone the sole rule. A Christian who would not give the slightest credence to the Koran, also considered an 
inspired work in Muslim countries, but would think twice about casting aspersions on the Bible. It has a certain 
official status for him, even if he cannot explain why. What about the Bible’s own claim to inspiration? There are 
not many places where such a claim is made even obscurely.  Even if every biblical book said it was inspired this 
would prove nothing. A book of false scriptures can easily assert that it is inspired, and many do. The Catholic 
method of proving the Bible to be inspired is this: The Bible was initially approached as any other ancient 
work.  We are not basing the inspiration of the Bible on the Church’s infallibility and the Church’s infallibility on 
the word of an inspired Bible.  The same Church that auth enticated the Bible, that attested to its inspiration, is 
the one given authority in matters of faith and morals by Christ 2000 years ago, and that authority extends to 
interpreting His Word.  It is our Church that has the apostolic authority  over the Bible, and we are the only ones 
who have ever had the authority to determine what books were to be included in the Canon and which weren’t!  
The Bible is our gift from God to the world!  Bottom line:   It’s not logical to accept the authority of Scripture… 
and yet reject the  authority  of the Church which provided it!
