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Q. Why does the Catholic Church believe Christ is really present in
the Eucharist?

A. The Catholic doctrine of the Real Presence is the belief that Jesus Christ is literally, not symbolically, present in the
Holy Eucharist—body, blood, soul and divinity. Catholics believe in the Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist because
Jesus tells us this is true in the Bible: “| am the bread of life. Your fathers ate the manna in the wilderness, and they
died. This is the bread which comes down from heaven, that a man may eat of it and not die. | am the living bread which
came down from heaven; if any one eats of this bread, he will live forever; and the bread which | shall give for the life of
the world is my flesh. The Jews then disputed among themselves, saying, ‘How can this man give us his flesh to eat?’
So Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, | say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of man and drink his blood, you
have no life in you; he who eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and | will raise him up at the last day. For
my flesh is food indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. He who eats my flesh and drinks my blood abides in me, and | in
him” (John 6:48-56). Furthermore, the early Church Fathers either imply or directly state that the bread and wine offered
in the celebration of the Lord’s Supper is really the body and blood of Jesus Christ. In other words, the doctrine of the
Real Presence that Catholics believe today was believed by the earliest Christians 2,000 years ago!

This miracle of God’s physical presence to us at every Mass is the truest testament to Christ’s love for us and His desire
for each of us to have a personal relationship with Him.

More Scripture about the Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist:

* (John 6:53-56 RSV) So Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, | say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of man and
drink his blood, you have no life in you; {54} he who eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and | will raise
him up at the last day. {55} For my flesh is food indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. {56} He who eats my flesh and
drinks my blood abides in me, and I in him.

Bread and wine are not normal or natural symbols of flesh and blood. To call a man a “fox” is an understandable symbol
for cleverness. To call a man “bread” is not an understandable symbol, without some explanation. Either the symbols

would have been clearly explained (which is not the case) or Jesus spoke literally (which is the casel).
