M AGI   (M ATTHEW  2:1-12) 
HOMILY  SUMMARY  ¶ FATHER  ANDREW  WOJTAN  ¶ JANUARY  7, 2018 

Mt shows us three reactions of people. They occurred at the beginning of Jesusô life, at the end of His life 
and they are true now as well: accepting, ignoring and denying (fighting).  

The first people looking for Jesus are not the Jews. They came to seek the Light of the world! We saw His 
sign! Why did these Magi travel to Jerusalem? One of the oldest prophesies about Christ (Nm 24:17): A 
star: a great prince; A scepter: a kingship or dynasty. It was known by all of the inhabited world that 
somebody was coming! 

Why did the Magi come to the King of the Jews? It was Godôs Will that the Gentiles would come looking for 
the Jewish King. But it was a great privilege of Israel: 

To give the Word of God (the Scriptures) to the world 

To give the Word Incarnate, the Savior to the world 

King Herod (the political leader) was calling Sanhedrin (the spiritual leaders), and they do not take this 
Child seriously.  

Herod said: "Go and search diligently for the child." King Herod had no intention of giving homage to 
Jesus. But he gave the challenge to the Gentiles: to go and find out all about this newborn Child. They 
gave us the Child and we have to learn all about Him. We have done this in the last 2000 years and it is 
time to give them their Savior.   

The story of the Magi is the story of everybodyôs life. Itôs important that we come out of our darkness to 
meet the Light. We need to say to the Lord many times in our life, óLord, take me out of my darkness! Out 
of unbelief, skepticism, worldliness and sinfulness! Take me into your light!ô 

What is the end of their journey? The star led them away from Jerusalem, to the New Temple, who is Je-
sus himself. Born in Bethlehem (the House of Bread); the reminder of the Eucharist. 

The Magi accepted what God gave them, and falling down on their knees they gave him certain signs:  

The sign of gold: for Kingship and Godhead! 

The sign of frankincense: for Priesthood and Divinity! 

The sign of myrrh: for anointing for the suffering! 

When Matthew was writing the text there was a great weeping in Israel. The city and the Temple were 
destroyed. Had God abandoned us completely?  

Matthew says: óNoô! The weeping should provoke you to turn to God. Come to Bethlehem! Be reborn under 
the star of Bethlehem! Come to Jesus. He is the center, the light, the grace, the presence of God and the 
Holy of Holiest!ô   È
