them to grow up and find the humility that comes
from age, holding them to the same standard with
which they held others. He challenged them to spend
less time judging others and more time recognizing
their sins and need for repentance.

That’s a hard lesson for us all, but a necessary one.
If we are to accompany one another on this journey
through Lent and life, we need to know we are all
the same in God’s eyes and all in need of God’s
grace to make it through.
