Pastor’s Points 

 Monday is the first day of Holy Week. That means that the days of 
preparation are complete. We now shift to specific celebrations: the 
Chrism Mass, the Mass of the Lord’s Supper, the Passion of the Lord, 
and the Easter Masses. These last three make up the Triduum.  

 The Chrism Mass will be celebrated at the Cathedral. At this Mass the 
bishop will consecrate the Holy Oils that priests will use for 
sacraments. 

 The Mass of the Lord’s Supper will be celebrated at 7:00 pm in 
Premont. At this Mass the newly blessed Oils will be presented to the 
community. This night, we remember the institution of the Holy 
Mass and the institution of the Holy Priesthood.  

 The Good Friday Service allows us to prayerfully enter into the 
Passion of our Lord; especially his suffering and death. It is a solemn 
time for reflection on Jesus’ incredible love for us.  

 The first Easter Mass is the Vigil. It is a vigil in the truest sense. 
Before entering into the celebration of the resurrection, we take time 
to celebrate our origins in God. This includes readings of scripture 
that speak of God’s covenants with us. Very little is asked of the 
assembly beyond just listening to the ancient conversation of God 
with His people.  

 You are all invited and encouraged to attend each of these special 
and sacred liturgies. 

 Please refrain from Easter parties during these days.  They contradict 
the very meaning and purpose of the Holy Week.
