Abstinence from meat is observed on Ash Wednesday, 
Good Friday and all the Fridays of Lent by all Catholics 14 
years of age or older. 
Fasting is observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday 
by all Catholics who are 18 years of age but not yet 59. 
Those bound by this rule may take only one full meal. 
Two smaller meals are permitted as necessary to main-
tain strength according to one’s needs but eating solid 
food between meals is not permitted.

Communion from the Cup on Holy Thursday 
 

On Holy Thursday we celebrate the establishment of 

the Eucharist by Jesus at the Last Supper. To honor 

this great mystery of the Eucharist, Holy Communion 

in both species will be offered that evening. There will 

be four ministers of the cup - two in the front of the 

church and two at the break. If you wish to receive 

Holy Communion from the cup, simply stop in front 

of the Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion. 

He or she will hand you the cup. Take a small sip and 

then hand the cup back to the Minister. According to 

our theology and tradition, we receive Jesus in the 

Eucharist fully in the form of the consecrated host 

only. But when sufficient Ministers are available, we 

even more fully participate in the mystery of the Last 

Supper by receiving Communion under both species. 

We invite you (not require you) to do so on Thursday 

evening.
