FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
 
Last Sunday, the Worcester Telegram published an article 
about the closing of Our Lady of Mount Carmel Church in 
May 2016 because of the serious safety issues posed by 
a church building in serious and potentially dangerous 
disrepair. The article listed reasons for the building’s clo-
sure citing the exorbitant cost of repair and dwindling pa-
rishioner membership and involvement. Last May, the 
Diocese sought a demolition permit and a waiver from the 
Worcester Historical Commission to allow the building to 
be demolished without having to wait a year as required 
by the City of Worcester concerning buildings of architec-
tural prominence. 
 
As you know, the Mount Carmel Preservation Society ap-
pealed to the Historical Commission to reject this request-
ed waiver and the Commission agreed and refused to 
grant the waiver. We were also instructed by the Commis-
sion to make sure the crumbling façade is made safe to 
protect pedestrians and drivers using Mulberry Street 
from falling debris. The parish had to borrow the money 
from the Diocese for this project, which has been complet-
ed. Please note that this repair does nothing to make the 
interior of the church safe, which has been deemed un-
safe. The cost of the façade project is in excess of 
$200,000 and includes construction costs as well as ar-
chitectural fees. 
 
Not included in this amount, however, is an additional 
$20,000 in legal fees, which the parish had to pay, to rep-
resent its interests and protect its rights in its dealings 
with the Historical Commission. 
 
To date, we have not received a penny from the Mount 
Carmel Preservation Society to reimburse us for the costs 
this group essentially forced the parish to pay. 
 
I report this information to you in the interest of transpar-
ency and because I believe you need to know.

She has com-

pleted that review for members of the former 

Our Lady of Loreto Parish. She is now beginning 

her review for members of the former Our Lady 

of Mt. Carmel Parish. 

Our ñpromise to protectò and our ñpledge 

to healò are the most important responsibilities of 

our newly formed Our Lady of Mt. Carmel Par-

ish at Our Lady of Loreto Church. Ginny re-

minds all of us that if we wish to participate in 

any parish ministries ï such as lector, Eucharistic 

Minister, hospitality minister, altar server (if 14 

years old or older) and Religious Education 

teacher ï or if we wish to volunteer at any parish 

social functions (such as the Harvest Bazaar or 

Italian Festival - we must complete a Safe Envi-

ronment workshop and submit to a CORI check 

to make sure that volunteers do not have a crimi-

nal record. Those who have already had a CORI 

check are reminded that the CORI must be re-

newed every 5 years. 

Contact Ginny at 508-792-2750 to sched-

ule your Safe Environment workshop or CORI 

check. There is no cost for this service. 

It is part of Ginnyôs job as Coordinator 

and that of Msgr. Pedone as pastor to refuse to 

allow parishioners to volunteer in any capacity 

unless they have fulfilled these requirements. It is 

a thankless job and we are grateful to Ginny for 

taking it on. The Diocese audits parishes periodi-

cally and Bishop McManus has made it clear that 

when even one parish fails the audit, it is the en-

tire Diocese that fails the audit.
