FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
 
Dear Friends, 
 
Recently, the Finance Council, Property Committee and Parish 
Council recommended to me that the name of our parish should be 
changed to Our Lady of Mount Carmel and Our Lady of Loreto 
Parish to reflect a more equal status between the two former par-
ishes merged by Bishop McManus in 2017. I brought the recom-
mendation to Bishop McManus and he readily agreed to change 
the name.  
 
Therefore, beginning immediately, the name of the parish is Our 
Lady of Mount Carmel and Our Lady of Loreto Parish. 
 
On Sunday, November 4th at the 11:30 Mass, we will have our 
annual Bereavement Mass honoring who have died since last No-
vember. November is a special month when the Church remem-
bers her beloved dead, so it is most appropriate that we celebrate 
this special Mass. Also, during the month of November you will 
have an opportunity to write your deceased loved ones’ names in 
the Book of the Dead. We will pray at all Masses during Novem-
ber for those whose names are listed in the book. 
 
On Friday, November 2nd following the 7:00 am Communion 
Service, we will have Eucharistic Adoration in reparation, espe-
cially for all those who were sexually abused by clergy. The ado-
ration will end at noon and we ask anyone who wishes to be an 
adorer to sign up on a sheet for this purpose in the vestibule of the 
church. 
 
Through your generosity and that of some special donors, we were 
able to pay off an emergency loan taken out three years ago for a 
boiler for the Loreto church. The amount of the loan was over 
$49,000 which included principal and interest. May God be 
praised! 
 
I also want to thank all those who baked and assisted in any way 
during the Going Away/Welcoming party for Deacons Paul Au-
dette and John Baron held on September 30th. It was a wonderful 
celebration and I am grateful for all who helped.
