wSIFRAY 3 LY -wYTh¥ firsybdok of Kings ¥egins with a lengthy account of the person and life of
Solomon who was David’s successor. It then goes on to give the history of the two kingdoms that came into
being after Solomon’s death: Israel in the north and Judah in the south. However, in the history of the kingdom
of Israel, the outstanding personalities were not the kings, but the prophets Elijah and Elisha, whose careers are
described in detail positioning them in the reigns of the relevant kings. Our passage for Mass this weekend
recounts for us the prophet Elijah fleeing into Horeb. Elijah in some way repeats the experience of the chosen
people as they fled from Egypt pursued by the pharaoh. Our passage describes how Elijah has become
discouraged and disheartened because of the constant opposition his prophetic work has caused. He was at the
point of despair and wanting to give up. He prays for death. While he is sleeping an angel comes to him telling

him to eat. The food that the angel gives him has been seen by scriptural scholars as a prefiguring of the
Eucharist. So Elijah eats the hearth cake and drinks the water. Elijah who had been praying for death, was now
re-energized and invigorated, so that he could make the 40-day journey to Horeb, the mount of God.

to praise the Lord, for He is good and brings deliverance. Those seeking refuge in the Lord are wise. The entire
psalm talks about the Lord without saying anything directly to Him. The psalmist has experienced the power of
God in his own person and in the midst of his distress bears witness to it. Using a military metaphor and
recalling the angel of the Lord who saved his forebearers, the psalmist proclaims that God continues to aid man.
He invites his listeners to taste God’s goodness for themselves by turning to God.

wSIFRAY3I LLY -p9YLHRNSE gashage YorMassl thiisowaekend comes from the part of St. Paul’s
letter to the Ephesians that deals with Christian life in the Church. The Holy Spirit who is the bond of unity in
Christ’s mystical body, the Church, is “grieved” by anything which might cause disunity among the faithful. The
Holy Spirit dwells in the souls of believers from baptism onwards, and His presence is reinforced when they

receive Confirmation and the other sacraments. Both baptism and confirmation imprint a character on the soul
that remains forever. The seal of the Holy Spirit which is given in baptism is the permanent sign engraved on
the souls of those who are called to salvation by virtue of the redemption worked by Christ. St. Paul writes of
the virtues by which we are called to live. Forgiveness is hugely important in the life of a Christian for it leads a
person to treat others as Jesus taught. When we pray the Lord’s prayer we ask God to Oforgive us our
trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us€. This means that if we want forgiveness from God, we
must be willing to forgive others.

D2alLJSty - P POyr Yospet pdssage this weekend finds the Jews murmuring among themselves
because Jesus has said &/ am the bread that came down from heavené ®is listeners must have wondered what
in the world He was talking about. The people gathered about Him knew both Mary and Joseph so what could
Jesus possibly mean that He is bread that came down from heaven? This statement comes right after it was
mentioned that their ancestors ate manna in the desert, so their murmuring brings to mind the chronic

murmuring and grumbling of the Israelites in the desert. In our time, we know that Jesus did come down from
heaven in the Incarnation, but the people to whom He was speaking had no clue about the Incarnation. No
wonder they were murmuring! Alas, Jesus tells them to stop mumbling. He knows they do not understand His
origin, but murmuring about it only locks them into their misunderstanding. Instead of repeating His heavenly
origin and trying to convince them, Jesus explains how it is possible to come to faith in Him as one who has
come down from heaven. No one can have the correct perspective on Jesus, grasping His origin, unless the
Father who sent Him draws them to Jesus. Continued on the next page...

Even as the Father draws people to Jesus, these same people must respond to Jesus. Thus, Jesus invites people
to come to Him and believe in Him. Just as the identity of Jesus is a mystery of the intersection of the human
and the divine, so faith is a mystery of the intersection of God’s drawing and humans’ responding. Jesus
promises that if a person comes to Him, drawn by the Father, He will raise him on the last day. Those drawn to
Jesus enter into a union with Him that death cannot sever, and Jesus will bring this union to its fullness through
resurrection on the last day. So Jesus is the bread of life and whoever eats this bread will live forever.

wSTfS C)Tﬁe)‘G@sgél\Sassage for this weekend is a treasure trove giving us much to reflect upon! Jesus
packs three momentous lessons into this discourse. First, he points out the mystery of faith, that no one can
believe in Him unless He is drawn by the Father. Faith in Christ is God’s gift. Second, faith in Christ leads to
eternal life. In a later chapter in John’s gospel, Jesus tells us that eternal life consists of knowing in a deeply
profound intimacy the Father and Jesus. Third, Jesus Himself is the bread of this eternal life. He is its source
and sustenance. Without bread (food) physical life perishes; without Jesus, without His &flesh for the life of the
world¢ in the Eucharist, our life of intimate communion with God will perish. It's that simple and it's that
crucial. Eleven times in this discourse Jesus speaks of Himself as the bread of life; you'd think we would get the
message. But, if someone were to measure our real devotion to the Eucharist: our active and prayerful
involvement in Mass, our receiving Holy Communion, our belief in the real true presence of Jesus in the
Eucharist, would they conclude that this sacrament is our bread of life? Perhaps this week we might reflect on
the following: 1), do | more easily relate to Jesus as the son of Mary or son of God, 2) how was | drawn to
believe in Jesus, 3) how do | go about listening to God and learning from Him, 4) why do | believe Jesus’ words,
5) how profoundly have | accepted that Jesus is my path to eternal life). In mid-September, RCIA will begin
again. The RCIA team asks for your prayers for people to allow God to draw them to learn about Jesus through
RCIA. In fact, RCIA is not just for people who want to become Catholic; it is for anyone who wants to know
Jesus and the faith better.
