afterwards, they party with everybody. We do our Mardi Gras as away of promoting fellowship and sociali-
zation for our parish community.

Actually, knowing the origin of Mardi Gras, it is not just about a festive celebration and partying,
but rather it has something to do with the preparation for the season of Lent. Mardi Grasis a French word
for Fat Tuesday wherein people consume food containing animal fat before Lent and, in addition to getting
their homes ready by eliminating dairy products, Catholics would ready themselves by confessing their sins
and receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation. For this reason, the day before Ash Wednesday is called
