LIVING OUR FAITH 

 
Thanks to everyone who was able to stick around and help put away Christmas decorations on Sunday. 
 
Flu season is in full swing, so to minimize the passing of germs, we won't use chalices for about 6-8 weeks or so. We 
want everyone to stay happy and healthy. This will be for weekends only (daily mass goers, we'll take our chances). A 
quick note: The Catechism teaches that Our Lord is fully present Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity in both the Host and the 
Precious Blood, so even receiving the Host only means that we are receiving the Body and Blood of Christ. 
 
This coming Tuesday is the Day of Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn Children. It's also the week for the March 
For Life. Please pray for our parishioners and friends from St. Louis who will be attending. And most of all, please pray 
for an end to abortion, for mothers, and for families who are in need of support and care.

Mass Explanations ð The Agnus Dei 
 
Once a year, each family had to purchase a lamb and go to the Temple in Jerusalem where a priest would kill the lamb 
and offer it as a sacrifice for sins. This Lamb of God was played a necessary and vital role in the Old Covenant. Without it, 
sins would not have been forgiven. John the Baptist is the first one to use it in reference to Jesus when he cries out to 
behold the Lamb of God. During the Agnus Dei, we repeat the same line three times, which is a way of emphasizing what 
we're saying. We do the same three-part repetition, for instance, in the Sanctus. 
 
In the very last line, though, the ending changes to, òDona nobis pacem/Grant us peace.ó The Latin word dona is full of 
meaning. From it, we get the English word donation and also the word dowry. Theologians often speak of the donation of 
Christ, or his total self gift on our behalf. A dowry is similar, it is a gift that comes along with the bride when a marriage 
is effected. The Lamb of God makes his donation of blood and suffering at the Cross, he is slain for us, and the reconcilia-
tion and peace that we receive as a result has been hard-won.

IVF, In Vitro Fertilization 
This literally means a process whereby human life is 
generated in a laboratory environment in a petri 
dish, separating human procreation from conjugal 
union. Only 10-20% of these embryos result in a 
normal pregnancy. What happens to the rest of all 
these new little lives? 
 

They are either unwanted and eliminated, 
(selective reduction), or stored and frozen, with 
only 2/3 of embryos surviving the frozen process. 
This is intentionally creating life, then destroying it 
because it was not wanted, needed or considered 
defective.  
 

There are other ethical and highly effective 
techniques for identifying and treating the causes 
for infertile couples. Na Pro technology has helped 
many couples conceive a child. The Pope Paul VI 
Institute in Omaha, Nebraska has been on the 
forefront of successfully helping many infertile 
couples diagnose the underlying cause for their 
infertility, resulting in a natural conception. 
If you believe that In Vitro Fertilization is wrong, 
then you are Pro Life on this issue.
