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Thank you to everyone who came out for the Men's Club and Ladies Guild Memorial Mass this Thursday. Taking the time 
to pray for our fellow parishioners is a great service to them. 
 

Please pray for Deacon James. Deacon James is currently homebound while he recovers his strength after his stroke. He 
is grateful for you all and asked me to request your prayers. 
 

A reminder that we now have a 6:30 pm Mass. This Mass has lots of chant and Latin, so it may or may not appeal to you, 
but in case you or anyone you know is interested, please spread the news. This Mass, I should mention, is a bit of an ex-
periment. We'll see how it goes for a while and decide if it's sustainable maybe 6 months from now. One thing I learned 
from building two very small parishes back when I was an Episcopal priest is that it's worth taking risks and trying new 
things in a parish. If the Mass succeeds it will be a very positive development for Epiphany. Our attendance has been very 
good on Sunday mornings so I thought it might be time to see if we can build on our success. 
 

Flocknote is no longer being used by the parish. Flocknote is an email service that was useful but we weren't getting our 
money's worth. For those of you who were getting regular flocknote communications from us (PSR, altar servers, etc...), 
we'll still use email to update you but it will most likely be a direct communication from my email account. It's important 
that our parishioners are aware of what's happening in the parish, and we still have our bulletin and our facebook page to 
provide regular updates. 
 

Stations of the Cross Fundraiser The response to the Stations has been overwhelmingly positive. A few thoughts on why 
spending money on Church art is worth it: 
1. God is beautiful and deserves beauty 
2. The nicer our Church is, the more appealing it is to visitors looking for a parish home 
3. Many parishioners are unable to see the old Stations because they're so dark. The new ones will be easier to pray 
with. 
 

We'll start the official fundraiser. Remember, $3,500 is already committed as a matching fund. We've already had another 
donation come in. Adding that up, we're looking to raise $3,000. Small gifts are more than welcome, every bit counts. If 
you would like to make a larger donation, if you give $250, we'll add your name or the name of someone you would like to 
honor to a plaque listing those who have donated a specific Station. Donation by check can simply have "Stations of the 
Cross" listed on the memo. For cash donations, there are envelopes available by the sample Station in the back of Church. 
 

PSR Registration is now open. Our 2019-20 Parish School of Religion year will begin the 1st Tuesday in September. Online 
registration is now open, so go ahead and get the kids signed up! We typically don't advertise outside the parish, but chil-
dren from other parishes are more than welcome to join, and we particularly welcome any children from Gateway Sci-
ence Academy. 
 

Mass Explanations ð About our stained glass windows 
 

The 7th and 8th windows have the theme, "Faith in God." 
 

The 7th window has the letters IHS, which comes from the first three letters of the Latinized version of the Greek spelling 
of Jesus. In Greek: "ƤƢƬƩƮƫ." In Latin, "Ihsous." This is similar to how the popular òchi-rhoó symbol (an X over a P) comes 
from the first two letters of the Greek word for Christ, ưƪƤƬƭƩƫ. IHS, then, is a symbol for the Holy Name. There's a devo-
tion that it is also an acronym meaning, "Iesus Hominum Salvator/ Jesus the Savior of (all) Men." 
 

The 8th window features two turtle doves. Doves were the offering of thanksgiving that middle-class Jews would offer in 
the Temple. The more expensive sacrifice, for those who had the money, was a lamb. Mary and Joseph offered doves in 
thanks for the birth of Jesus, which is ironic because, in reality, Jesus was the most costly sacrifice of all, the perfect 
Lamb of God.

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P ro-Life Matters 
Missouri Stands For The Unborn Act: ACLU ASKS MISSOURI SUPREME COURT TO REVIEW ABORTION 
REFERENDUM CASE  òOn Wednesday (July 10), the ACLU of Missouri asked the Missouri Supreme Court 
to order Secretary of State Jay Ashcroft to certify the group's referendum petition on HB 126, the Mis-
souri Stands for the Unborn Act by next Thursday, July 18. A referendum would place HB 126 on the 
general election ballot and allow citizens to decide whether to keep or reject the law. In order to put 
HB 126 to a referendum vote, the ACLU must collect the required number of signatures before August 

28. However, the referendum petition cannot be circulated for signatures until it is certified by the Secretary of State. 
 

Ashcroft had previously rejected the petition due to the fact that a portion of HB 126 contained an emergency clause, 
and the Missouri Constitution prohibits referendum votes on "laws necessary for the immediate preservation of the 
public peace, health or safety." As a result of a legal challenge by the ACLU, the Western District Court of Appeals 
ruled on Monday that the Secretary of State improperly rejected the ACLU's petition. However, the appellate court 
stated that it could not force the Secretary of State to certify the petition by July 18.  Currently, the ACLU is not au-
thorized to collect signatures and may not be able to collect them until August 14th under the current court ruling. 
Stay tuned on this developing story.ó
