& As we celebrate our Lord’s entry into Jerusa-
lem this week and read His passion, might we come with
humble hearts ready to receive the outpouring love of
Jesus from the Cross.

GOOD FRIDAY FASTING AND ABSTINENCE "All Catho-
lics who are between the ages of 18 and 59 are required to
fast on Good Friday." "Fasting" means limiting oneself to
only one full meal. If it is necessary to maintain strength,
Catholics may eat two additional smaller meals that togeth-
er are not equal to the one full meal. We also fast from eat-
ing between meals. "All Catholics who are 14 years old and
older are required to abstain from meat on Good Friday."
"Parents are to see to it that minors who are not bound by
the law of fast and abstinence are educated in an authentic
sense of Penance" (Code of Canon Law, #1251-1252)

The Divine Mercy Novena

Divine Mercy Sunday April 23
Jesus asked that the Feast of the Divine Mercy be preced-
ed by a Novena to the Divine Mercy which would begin on
Good Friday. He gave St. Faustina an intention to pray
for on each day of the Novena, saving for the last day the
most difficult intention of all, the lukewarm and indifferent
of whom He said: "These souls cause Me more suffering
than any others; it was from such souls that My soul felt the most re-
vulsion in the Garden of Olives. It was on their account that | said: 'My
Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass Me by.' The last hope of salva-
tion for them is to flee to My Mercy." In her diary, St. Faustina wrote
that Jesus told her:

"On each day of the novena you will bring to My heart a different group
of souls and you will immerse them in this ocean of My mercy ... On
each day you will beg My Father, on the strength of My passion, for the
graces for these souls."

e During the Solemn Novena leading to Divine Mercy Sunday,
the Chaplet of Divine Mercy should be offered each day for
the day's intentions.

e Pamphlets with the Novena and instructions for the Chaplet
are available at each church.
