	PASTORAL REFLECTION 


The Twenty-Sixth Sunday of Ordinary Time
Today’s Readings emphasize that what we do is the real measure of our belief in God. Prophet Ezekiel in the first reading stresses individual responsibility for one’s own actions. There is only one way to “life”: by living a virtuous life here and now. This way is open to anyone who, by his own actions, does what is right. 
In the Second Reading we have the magnificent hymn about Jesus’ own spirit of service and selflessness. Paul says this in the context of a plea for greater unity in the Christian community at Philippi. In urging the Christians to serve each other’s needs with the deepest respect, he asks them to have the mind of Jesus himself, to think like he does. Paul tells them that when we are of one mind, having the same love as Christ, there is encouragement in Christ. He sees Christ and the Spirit as the important agents of such unity. We find consolation during our tribulations and share in the same Spirit. Being of one spiritual mind, we seek the Will of God in all things. 
Today’s Gospel parable is clearly directed at the religious and civil leaders of the people in Jesus’ time. They spoke much about God and, in particular, how God was to be served by a strict observance of the Law. But it is clear they did not have the spirit that Jesus was communicating through his life and teaching, namely, the spirit of love, compassion, caring and forgiveness for the weak and vulnerable. 
This parable of the Two Sons is unique to Matthew and many scholars feel that he might have composed it himself to present the situation of the early church. However, we are presented with the actual situation during the time of Jesus regarding the response of the religious groups. 
We are often challenged to do great things for God. Actually, God is more pleased when we do small things for Him out of loving obedience. They maybe unnoticed by others but God noticed them and considers them acts of worship.
