
 

 

From the Pastors Desk: Reflection: John 6, 51 – 

58: “He who eats this bread will live forever” Why did 

Jesus offer himself as “food and drink”? The Jews 

were scandalized and the disciples were divided 

when Jesus said "unless you eat my flesh and drink 

my blood, you have no life in you." What a hard saying, unless 

you understand who Jesus is and why he calls himself the 

bread of life. The miracle of the multiplication of the loaves 

(John 6:3-13), when Jesus said the blessing, broke and distrib-

uted the loaves through his disciples to feed the multitude, is a 

sign that prefigured the superabundance of the unique bread 

of the Eucharist, or Lordôs Supper. The Gospel of John has no 

account of the Last Supper meal (just the foot washing cere-

mony and Jesus' farewell discourse). Instead, John quotes 

extensively from Jesus' teaching on the bread of life. Jesus 

chose the time of the Jewish Feast of Passover to fulfill what 

he had announced at Capernaum – giving his disciples his 

body and his blood as the true bread of heaven. Jesusô pass-

ing over to his Father by his death and resurrection – the new 

passover – is anticipated in the Last Supper and celebrated in 

the Eucharist or Lord's Supper, which fulfills the Jewish Passo-

ver and anticipates the final Passover of the church in the glory 

of Godôs kingdom. When the Lord Jesus commands his disci-

ples to eat his flesh and drink his blood, he invites us to take 

his life into the very center of our being. That life which he of-

fers is the very life of God himself. Do you hunger for the bread 

of life? "Lord Jesus, you nourish and sustain us with your very own presence 

and life-giving word. You are the bread of life ï the heavenly food that sustains 

us now and that produces everlasting life within us. May We always hunger for 

you and be satisfied in you alone."

Reflexión: Juan 6, 51-58: ñEl que come de este pan vivir§ para 
siempreò ¿Por qué Jesús se ofreció a sí mismo como "comida y beb-
ida"? Los judíos se escandalizaron y los discípulos se dividieron cu-
ando Jesús dijo "si no coméis mi carne bebeis mi sangre, no tenéis 
vida en vosotros." ¿Qué duro el dicho, a menos que usted entienda 
quién es Jesús y por qué el mismo se llama el pan de vida. El milagro 
de la multiplicación de los panes (Juan 6:3-13), cuando Jesús dijo la 
bendición, rompió y distribuyó los panes por medio de sus discípulos 
para alimentar la multitud, es un signo que prefigura la superabun-
dancia del pan único de la Eucaristía o Cena del Señor.  El Evangelio 
de Juan no tiene cuenta de la última cena (solo la ceremonia de la-
vando los pies y el discurso de la despedida de Jesús). En cambio, 
Juan cita extensivamente las enseñas de Jesús sobre el pan de vida.  
Jesús eligió el momento de la fiesta judía de Pascua para cumplir con 
lo que había anunciado en Cafarnaúm: dar a sus discípulos su cuer-
po y su sangre como el verdadero pan del cielo.  El pasar de Jesús a 
su padre por su muerte y resurrección - la Pascua nueva- es anticipa-
da en la última cena y celebrada en la Eucaristía o Cena del Señor, 
que cumple con la Pascua judía y anticipa la Pascua final de la iglesia 
en la gloria del Reino de Dios.  Cuando el Señor Jesús ordena a sus 
discípulos a comer su carne y beber su sangre, él nos invita a tomar 
su vida en el centro de nuestro ser.  La vida que él ofrece es la mis-
ma vida de Dios mismo. ¿Usted hambre para el pan de vida? 
"Señor Jesús, tu nos alimentas y nos sostienes con tu propia presen-

cia y palabra de vida. Tu eres el pan de vida, el alimento celestial que 

ahora nos sostiene y que produce vida eterna dentro de nosotros.  Que 

siempre tengamos hambre por ti y estar satisficados en ti solo."
