Feast of the Holy Face: Tues., March 5th

Jesus, covered in blood and much sadness, said to
Mother Pierina: "See how much I suffer.

I desire that it be honored by a special feast on
Shrove Tuesday. The feast will be preceded by a novena,
during which the faithful make reparation with Me,
uniting themselves with My sorrow."

This year, the feast occurs on March 5th, 2019 (Shrove
Tuesday); thus, the nine-day Alpha Omega novena be-
gins on Sunday, February 24th, 2019.
