UPDATE FROM THE CATHOLIC CONFERENCE
OFIL

[llinois lawmakers return to Springfield this week for the
final month of the spring legislative session, following a
two-week break for Easter.

House Bill 2495 and Senate Bill 1942 -- identical legisla-
tion dubbed the "Reproductive Health Act" -- have both
been sent back to their respective chamber's original
committee -- the starting point, so to speak. Both pieces
of legislation go further than Roe. v. Wade in stripping
rights from the unborn child and jeopardize conscience
rights for doctors, nurses, other medical personnel and
hospitals who refuse to participate in an abortion.

House Bill 2467 and Senate Bill 1594 would both repeal
the current parental notice of abortion law when a minor
seeks an abortion. These bills also have been sent back to
the starting point, although SB 1594 had previously
passed the Senate Public Health Committee.

However, any of these bills could pop out of committee
at any time, especially during the final month of ses-
sion. No legislation ever really dies at the Illinois Capitol.
And, proponents of these bills are planning a rally day in
Springfield on May 15.

So, what do we do?

First, we thank you for contacting your lawmakers and
urging them to oppose this legislation. More than 13,500
emails have been sent through our website to lawmakers
regarding this issue. And we are heartened when we hear
of parishioners banding together to reach out to their
lawmakers, as the Chicago Catholic, newspaper of the
Archdiocese of Chicago, wrote about in this article.

Second, we will monitor the legislation and keep you
updated. We appreciate your vigilance and your efforts.
