 SEVEN REVOLUTIONS  
 
This November, we’re offering a 4-part se-
ries based on the book, Seven Revolutions: 
How Christianity Changed the World and 
Can Change It Again (270 pages).  This will 
not be a “class,” but a book discussion 
based on weekly readings—asking ques-
tions and sharing insights.  The book exam-
ines the practices of the early Church—a 
body of Christians living in the Roman Em-
pire—and shows how the lessons learned 
from them can apply to Christians living in 

the United States today.  It’s both a great introduction to Christian 
history and a guide for navigating modern times as a Catho-
lic.  The series will take place on four Tuesdays, begin-
ning November 7, at 6:30pm in the chapel at Notre Dame.  The 
book costs $20 (we only have 25 available, so sign up soon) or it 
can be download ($15 on Amazon).
