From Fr. Joe...

It was on Tuesday, July 2, 1968, that the “old” St. Joseph’s
Church burned down—exactly 50 years ago. But to call it the
“old” church isn’t exactly accurate; dedicated on October 2, 1882,
it replaced a church—still under construction—that burned on
September 4, 1870. The building of a new church began almost
immediately after the 1870 fire, and was nearly completed...when
it was knocked to the ground my a major windstorm on October
5, 1871. (Mass was then offered in the basement of the unfin-
ished church for more than a decade as the parish recovered fi-
nancially from repeated disaster.) The unfinished church that
burned in 1870 had been under construction since 1859, and was
being built to replace the first Catholic church in Malone which
had been built in 1837.

Did you follow that? All of this is to say that the “new” St. Jo-
seph’s, in which the Catholic faithful have gathered and wor-
shipped since June 3, 1970, is actually the fifth church of that
name in Malone (if you count the two structures that were never
quite completed).

That topsy-turvy history makes it pretty clear: while most of us
understandably cling to the notion of the Church (our parish in
particular) as an institution that has “always been this way, and
always will be,” the fact of the matter is that the Church is a liv-
ing thing, and challenge and change—and, yes, even loss—are a
rather constant part of its unfolding story.

As we now bid a fond and, therefore, very sad farewell to St. Jo-
seph’s Church, let us renew our faith in the God who has seen us
through so many tough times before—“our Help in ages past” is
still “our Hope for years to come.” Our hearts rightly ache at the
loss of this house of worship, but the Lord himself remains forev-
er “our eternal home.”

GOSPEL CLIP

14th Sunday in Ordinary Time

If you have been closely following the Sunday readings, today's
Gospel could sound a bit like a broken record. Four weeks ago,
the Gospel told of Jesus visiting his home of Nazareth and being
poorly received by his family members. Jesus had attracted a
large crowd as he preached, and his concerned relatives came to
bring him home. Jesus, they thought, was out of his league.

Today Jesus takes things further. He returns to Nazareth. Rather
than preaching from his house, he enters the synagogue. He
speaks eloquently. The listeners acknowledge that "wisdom has
been given him" and recognize the "mighty deeds wrought by his
hands," but it is too much for them to bear. "Is he not the carpen-
ter, the son of Mary?" The listeners know his whole clan, his male
and female relatives. Jesus as carpenter was acceptable. Even
Jesus as fringe preacher was interesting enough to draw a crowd.
But Jesus as authoritative teacher is too much. "They took offense
at him."

As Christians, we have known the truth of Jesus' identity since we
were first introduced to him. He is fully human and fully divine.
He is the second person of the Trinity. It could be easy to look
down on these st century listeners for their lack of faith. But
where do we expect to learn our own lessons? The more we age,
the easier it is to believe we understand the world and how it
works. We have experience with people, with the Church, with
politics, and with the affairs of daily living. We have developed
criteria for first impressions. We categorize. Today we remember
that the Christian life requires humility. Jesus' listeners have an
expectation of how things should be, and their lack of faith causes
doubt in others. "He was not able to perform any mighty deeds
there." Do your assumptions limit your perspective? Who can you
learn from that you did not expect?
