Today’s scriptures provide a perfect Jubilee preparation. Jeremiah comforts us with the promise of God’s 

justice; Paul challenges us to abound in love for all; Luke bids us anticipate Jesus’ future coming as the  

joyful advent of our redemption. But in a unique way, this Jubilee Year’s Advent reminds us that Jesus, 

whose coming we await, is already present among us, in those for whom we need to become instruments of 

God’s mercy.
