Thoughts on today’s gospel: To Accumulate Goods for Oneself is Madness  “Three times in the Gospel of Luke Jesus was asked for indica-

tions about inheritance. “What shall I do to receive eternal life?”—they ask, first a doctor of the law (Lk 10:25), then a notable (Lk 18:18). Jesus responds 

to both explaining in detail what are the conditions for having a part in this legacy. In a dialogue with the disciples he introduces the eternal inheritance 

discourse: “As for those who have left houses, brothers, sisters, father, mother, children or property for my Name’s sake they will receive a hundredfold, 

and be given eternal life” (Mt 19:29).  The third request is what is reported in today’s Gospel. Two brothers are unable to reach an agreement. Note the 

curious fact: the inheritance should be divided, instead he is asked to share. The trap in which money drags those who are no longer circumspect is 

sneaky. It gets them where they don’t want, causes them to behave in a certain way, separates them from friends, divides their family, and makes them 

forget God. Above all, it misleads them because it ejects from their mind the thought of death.”  -Fr. Fernando Armellini—https://
