As we enter the season of the Ordinary Time in the 2015 Litur-
gical calendar year, let us continue our discussion on the parts
of the Mass.

After the Priest ends praying the “Collect”, that is the “Opening
Prayer”, he sits down along with the congregation. At this point
the Liturgy moves from the introductory part of the Mass to the
Liturgy of the Word, which comprises i) The First reading, ii)
The Responsorial Psalm, iii) The Second Reading, iv) The Gos-
pel, and v) the Homily. As we know or may have mentioned,
the Lord is present in four aspects of the Liturgy: In the Assem-
bly (the Congregation), in the Word of God proclaimed, in the
person of the priest, and in a most special way, in the Eucharist.
So when we talk about the Liturgy of the Word, we are talking
about the Word which God first and foremost spoke when He
created the world and its inhabitants. These words are found in
the different encounters that God had with His people—the
Israelites, which can be found both in the Old Testament and
New Testament. So from the time God created Man (Adam)
and Woman (Eve), and up and until eternity, His words are used
to teach, educate, to remind, and admonish, all for the purpose
of bringing us back to Himself, starting from the fall of Man.
So during Mass after God had spoken to the Assembly through
the readings in the Lectionary, it is very important that the
priest unpacks or rather interprets (Hermeneutics) the texts of
the readings and applies them to the daily lives of the people for
their spiritual nourishments.

Hence, bearing the above truth in mind, when the Liturgical
Congregation assembles, we are fed from the richness of the
word of God found in the Scriptures. The Psalm and Alleluia
should be sung because the psalm is a song of praise to God.
The Psalm recounts the blessings of God and how humans
should be grateful for such blessings. Alleluia must be sung!
When it is not sung, it should be omitted and not be recited.

So when God speaks to us at Mass, how do we respond? Do we
distract ourselves by reading at the same time when God is
speaking to us through the Lector and priest? Would it be bet-
ter to come some few minutes before Mass to read the readings
if we don’t have them at home, so to allow God to speak to us

first and have the opportunity to reflect on those readings our-
selves?
