 THE CHOSEN REMNANT 
 Zephaniah is one of the least-known of the Old Testament prophets. He speaks 
in today’s first reading of impending judgment. But the Lord will leave a “remnant” 
in Israel. This image of a remnant, or remainder, was to become vital to both 
Judaism and Christianity. 
 Paul’s letter to Corinth makes obvious his deep concern for the Christians there. 
They are too self-confident, he says, too sure of themselves. He admonishes them to 
remember that Christ has given them all they have. 
 Today’s Gospel comprises the opening of Jesus’ “Great Sermon.” As God gave 
Moses the law on Sinai, so now Jesus gathers his disciples on a hillside to teach 
them the new law. Each of these Beatitudes contrasts the humiliation of the present 
with the glory of the future: poverty vs. the riches of God’s kingdom, hunger for 
holiness vs. fulfillment in the Spirit, persecution vs. the reign of God. Jesus is here 
speaking to God’s chosen “remnant.”

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Business Corner 
Collections 

 

Some of you may have noticed that there was not a 
Fuel Collection Envelope in the last mailing. 
 

(I know that there are still parishioners not receiving 
envelopes, if you are one of these parishioners, and 
want envelopes, please email me at 
mward@stmonicanyc.org and I will reconcile the 
issue. Also, anyone interested in the electronic form of 
giving, Parishpay, can also contact me for information) 
 

Father Baker and I decided to exclude this collection 
moving forward, as heating the properties of the parish 
is part of the regular expenses of running the church. It 
is taught to us that our offertory to the parish helps to 
fund the operation and it is wrong for us to then ask for 
additional collections for specific expenses. 
 

The envelopes, and collections in mass moving 
forward will be the weekly offertory, holy day 
collections, the 2nd collections which are for causes 
outside of the parish operation, and Easter and 
Christmas flowers. 
 

We are now 1/3 of the way through fiscal year 2017, 
and thus far the average weekly collection has been 
$8,318/week (combination of all 5 masses each 
weekend, and offertory provided electronically via 
Parishpay). Our average attendance has been 846 
people over the 5 masses each weekend. 
 

This generosity to the parish equates to an average 
offertory of $33,272/month. As mentioned in previous 
business columns, we have the consolidated bill to the 
archdiocese, where we are billed pension and medical 
costs for both clergy and lay staff, property insurance, 
and dues to the archdiocese. That bill is currently 
$31,059.54/month; almost our entirely monthly 
collection.  
 

On behalf of Father Baker and I, thank you all for your 
continued support and generosity. Whether it is 
financial support in the weekly collections, or at a 
fundraiser, or support by volunteering time, it takes a 
lot of resources to run the parish. Father and I, and the 
entire parish staff, take the responsibility of managing 
these resources very seriously.

  Catholic Schools Week 
 
Starting tomorrow, the Catholic Schools of the United States hold a 
week long special celebration of their nature and mission. Here at 
St. Stephen’s there will be special events for the kids, and we will 
celebrate the family mass in a special way next Saturday, February 
4th with a visit from the School choir – which will sing at the 
5:30pm Saturday mass. The family mass will conclude with 
refreshments for everyone. Even if you do not have children in our 
school, come and celebrate the vitality and success of the Catholic 
education we offer our kids. 
 

        New Flags 
Finally! The flags out in front of the church have been changed. A 
generous donor who wants to remain anonymous offered to buy 
them if we would change them. It has taken some time to get the 
flags and even longer to put them up; but they are now in place and 
look beautiful. 
 
Renew and Rebuild 
Finally, I get to talk about this, though in reality I have been talking 
about it since June! 
In November of 2015, Mike Ward, our parish manager, and I met 
with the Vicar General and others in Archdiocesan leadership to 
talk with them about the plans we had for renovating the parish, 
upgrading its facilities, so that it might better serve the future 
generations of parishioners who would use them. They liked what 
we said, but then asked, “How are you going to fund it?” 
It was then that they informed us that the Cardinal was going to 
begin a DIOCESAN WIDE 5 YEAR CAPITAL CAMPAIGN 
called Renew and Rebuild. It would be done in phases, and they 
suggested that, although we are a merged parish, we go in the first 
group of parishes doing the campaign. 
The way these campaigns work is we get a campaign manager from 
the Diocese; Ms. Juliette Jeanfreau has been a wonderful guide and 
supporter for us. The diocese reviews our financial information, 
Cardinal’s Appeal gifts, giving patterns of our parishioners, and 
suggests a private phase, where major contributors are approached 
and asked for major gifts. Then there is a public phase where the 
entire parish is asked. 
Next Weekend begins that Public Phase. I will speak at all the 
masses, outlining the campaign, our goals and ask for your support. 
I need to tell you we have done VERY well in our private phase. 
We hope not only to MAKE our goal but to far exceed it. We need 
to, in fact if we wish to do the things outlined in our plan. 
For more information come to mass next week! 
 
 . . . But one thing you should know. The reason you have not heard 
about the Cardinal’s Appeal this year, is that we have folded it into 
the capital campaign. This year there will be no separate Cardinal’s 
appeal campaign, but our goal, $114,000, is guaranteed by the 
Renew and Rebuild campaign for this year.

January 29th, 2017 

 Until very recent decades “Holy Thursday” and “Good 
Friday” were centered on personal pious devotions, not 
public liturgy. In urban America, at least in cities with 
a significant Catholic population, Holy Thursday was 
about veneration of the Blessed Sacrament. People 
were encouraged to walk to seven churches for a “visit” 
to each parish’s repository, a kind of temporary 
tabernacle on a side altar, closer in proximity to the 
faithful than the usual tabernacle on the distant high 
altar. On Good Friday, the most popular form of 
devotion was the Stations of the Cross, or a three-hour 
program of word and preaching beginning at noon. 
 The Holy Thursday seven-church hike was a way 
of participating in a custom of the city of Rome. 
Traditionally, each day in Lent was assigned to a 
particular parish church or basilica in the city. Each 
week of Lent thus had seven churches, and pious 
people tried to get to each one of them. The pilgrimage 
was a symbol of unity and also the journey of faith. 
Originally, the pope would go to each place for a 
liturgy, but political strife removed the pope from 
Rome in 1305. With the papacy relocated in France, the 
custom ceased until Pope Leo XIII expressed interest in 
restoring it in 1900, and Blessed John XXIII fully 
restored the custom in 1959. By the time Pope Leo 
began to revive the custom, many American cities had 
enough parishes and monasteries that the faithful could 
vicariously participate in the revived tradition of 
stational liturgies by a very long walk!
