Celebrating 165 years of living faith since the foundation of our parish in 1851.  

T he Servite Order is one of the five original mendicant* orders of the Catholic 
Church.  Its members are called to sanctify themselves, to preach the Gospel, and 

to spread devotion to the Blessed Virgin Mary under her title of Mother of Sorrows.  
Thus, they are also known as the Order of Servants of Mary.  Members of the order are 
friars (priests and brothers), contemplative nuns, a congregation of active sisters, and 

lay groups. 
The Servite Order was founded in 1233, 
when seven cloth merchants in Florence, 
Italy, left everything behind so that could 
live a life of penance and poverty on a 
mountain called Monte Senario.  These 
Seven Holy Founders — Buonfiglio dei 
Monaldi (Bonfilius), Giovanni di Buo-
nagiunta (Bonajuncta), Amadeus of the 
Amidei (Bartolomeus), Ricovero dei Lippi
-Ugguccioni (Hugh), Benedetto dell' An-
tella (Manettus), Gherardino di Sostegno 
(Sostene), and Alessio de’ Falconieri 
( Alexius) — were canonized by Pope Leo 
XIII in 1888 and their feast day was set as 
February 17.  
 
 

The mendicants are religious orders (for example, the Franciscans and  
Dominicans) that depend directly on charity for their livelihood.   They are marked 

by two characteristics: poverty, which is practiced in common; and praying together 
in community.  

February 17: The Seven Holy Founders of the

‘If you choose 

you can keep the 
commandments.’ 

We learn that we have the freedom to 
choose between good and evil; that is, 
we have been blessed with the gift of 
free will.   Here is what the Catechism 
says about the responsibility inherent in 
such freedom: 
 
1731      Freedom is the power, rooted in 
reason and will, to act or not to act, to do 
this or that, and so to perform  
deliberate actions on one’s own  

responsibility.  By free 
will one shapes one’s 
own life.  Human free-
dom is a force for 
growth and maturity in 
truth and goodness; it 
attains its perfection 
when directed toward 
God, our ‘beatitude. 
 

1732      As long as freedom has not 
bound itself definitively to its ultimate 
good which is God, there is the possibil-
ity of choosing between good and evil, 
and thus of growing in perfection or of 
failing and sinning.  This freedom char-
acterizes properly human acts.  It is the 
basis of praise or blame, merit or re-
proach. 

1733      The more one does what is good, 
the freer one becomes.  There is no true 
freedom except in the service of what is 
good and just.  The choice to disobey and 
do evil is an abuse of freedom and leads 
to “the slavery of sin.” 

1734      Freedom makes man responsi-
ble for his acts to the extent that they are 
voluntary.  Progress in virtue, knowledge 
of the good, and ascesis enhance the 
mastery of the will over its acts.
