Once back in the church we 
will hold a vigil service with scripture, prayers, 
and reflecting on the five wounds of Jesus and 
St. Francis. We will end the service by placing 
the new statue permanently in the Rose Window 
Room.

La Historia de Mission San Jose 

 In addition to a proper river site 
consideration in choosing a mission location 
had to do with availability of raw materials. 
These were needed for the construction and 
maintenance of the mission buildings. Strands 
of trees of various types and sizes were required 
for the carpenter’s shop for roofing, door and 
window framing, furniture, ect. Firewood was 
needed for cooking and the blacksmith’s shop. 
Good building stone was needed for the mason’s 
shop. A source of lime was needed for 
construction and finishing. There had to be a 
source of clean sand and gravel and a good 
quality clay. The sand, gravel, clay would be 
used in the making of cement, fired bricks, 
adobe for plastering, flooring, ect.

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 The Holy Mass has 4 parts 
• Entrance Rites 
• Liturgy of the Word  
• Liturgy of the Eucharist 
• Concluding Rites 
 
 As mentioned before the mass was called also “The breaking of the bread” because 
that is what Jesus did, he broke the bread, and that is what we do.  While the priest breaks the 
host, we say the words that John the Baptist said when he saw Jesus for the first time: “Lamb of 
God who takes away the sins of the world” 
 Probably you have noticed that the priest at the moment of breaking the bread takes a 
little piece and puts it in the chalice.  It represents the unity of the sacrifice; it means that Jesus 
is totally present in the bread and in the wine, his Body and his Blood.  So even though you 
might receive only the host it is in that host that Jesus is present in Body and Blood.  This is our 
belief; our faith makes us believe that Jesus is present in the Eucharist and that is why when we 
receive it we say AMEN.  We confirm that we receive him but also, we confirm that we become 
the body of Christ when we receive it.

 Como te dije antes de la Misa fue llamada también "Fracción del pan" porque eso es lo 
que Jesús hizo, rompió el pan, y es lo que hacemos. Mientras el sacerdote rompe el host decimos 
las palabras que Juan el Bautista dijo cuando vio a  
 Jesús por primera vez: "Cordero de Dios que quita los pecados del mundo" 
 Probablemente haya notado que el sacerdote en el momento de romper el pan toma un 
pequeño trozo y lo pone en el cáliz. Representa la unidad del sacrificio; significa que Jesús está 
totalmente presente en el pan y el vino, su cuerpo y su sangre. Así a pesar de que es posible que 
reciba sólo la hostia que es en ese host que Jesús está presente en el cuerpo y la sangre. Esta es 
nuestra creencia, nuestra fe nos hace creer que Jesús está presente en la Eucaristía, y por qué 
cuando lo recibamos nos digan Amén. Confirmamos que lo recibimos, pero también nos 
confirman que somos el cuerpo de Cristo cuando lo recibamos.  
  

NOT AGAINST US 

 Like Moses before him, Jesus corrects his disciples’ misunderstanding of the gift of the Spirit. 
They saw people who were not of their company casting out demons and doing other works such 
as Jesus had done. Jesus points out that no one who does a good deed in his name can be op-
posed to him at the same time. He goes on to point out the importance of the “little ones,”: the 
poor, simple people, children, the meek ones who are not important in the world. It is to them 
that he was sent, not to the wealthy and the self-righteous. He under-
scores the importance of small works done in faith, as well as big works 
like driving out demons. “Anyone who gives you a cup of water . . . be-
cause you belong to Christ . . . will surely not lose his reward” (Mark 9:41). 
God builds the coming reign little by little in our actions, however small 
and unassuming, when they are done out of love of God and neighbor.
