TAX SAVING BENEFIT FOR SENIORS AGE  

70 1/2 OR OLDER 

As a result of income tax reform last year, many seniors 

when filing their tax return may be able to benefit from us-

ing the ñstandard deductionò ($24,000 for married filing 

joint, $18,000 for head of household status and $12,000 for 

all others) in lieu of itemizing their deductions.  If you are 

age 701/2 or older, a special tax rule allows you to make a 

ñqualified charitable distributionò (donation) from your Indi-

vidual Retirement Account (IRA) directly to the parish 

(electronically or a check made payable to the parish by the 

IRA).  The donation from the IRA is excluded from your 

income (even if you use the standard deduction) and applies 

toward your ñminimum required distributionò (MRD) 

thereby reducing your taxable income.  Each eligible person 

can make an IRA donation up to $100,000 per year.  This is 

a general overview and you should discuss it with your tax 

advisor.

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JOHN NEUMANN was born in Bohemia on March 20, 1811.  Since he had a great desire to dedicate himself to the American 

missions, he came to the United States as a cleric and was ordained in New York in 1836 by Bishop Dubois. 

 

In 1840, he entered the Congregation of the Most Holy Redeemer (Redemptorists).  He labored in Ohio, Pennsylvania, and 

Maryland.  In 1852, he was consecrated Bishop of Philadelphia.  There he worked hard for the establishment of parish schools 

and for the erection of many parishes, especially national parishes for the numerous immigrants.  He was also the first Bishop of 

the United States to prescribe the Forty Hours Devotion in his diocese. 

 

Bishop Neumann died on January 5, 1860, and was canonized on June 19, 1977 by Pope Paul VI.

January 5 

My Dear Parishioners, 

Today is the Lordôs Day; the Sixth Day of Christmas and the Feast of the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph. In the Gos-

pel reading we are told of the account of the ñFinding in the Temple.ò For those who pray the Rosary we know this to be the 

fifth of the Joyful Mysteries. The Evangelist Luke tells us of the upset which was experienced by the Blessed Virgin Mary and 

Saint Joseph at the discovery that the 12 year old boy, Jesus, was missing. 

I canôt image the extreme stress any parent would experience to learn that their child was missing. The dangers which lurk 

outside the safety of the family are extremely frightening and can destroy children. All children need the protection and care 

which only parents (or guardians) can provide. In todayôs world there are many evils which try to entrap children and exploit 

them for sinister purposes. Parents have the sacred responsibility to see that NO ONE will snatch their children from the 

safety of their home. Evil forces rush in when parents are apathetic to the person(s) their child is with or the activities in which 

they participate. 

With so much negative publicity about the Church in these recent times, the protection of children is once again called into 

question. Terrible things have been experienced by young people at the hands of ñevil shepherdsò. These clerics are destined 

for judgment before the throne of Christ our God. The great majority of our priests have been loving and caring shepherds 

who have laid down their lives for the sheep. As Church we must demand that our children are safe at all religious events and 

on all its properties. Through the intercession of Saint Michael the Archangel we need to be vigilant and fight the forces of 

evil wherever they may appear. 

Today we focus on the Holy Family of Nazareth, the household of Joseph, Mary and Jesus which also shared in many of those 

things which challenge all families. However, this Family kept the Lord as its center and holiness as its standard. We look to 

the Holy Family as a model for our family life so that we might be fortified in our struggles with evil. 

I am encouraged by the number of families who are participating in this yearôs GENERATIONS OF FAITH PROGRAM. 

This is our family based catechesis for children AND their Parents. The entire family is learning about the faith which I pray 

is causing more conversations at home regarding Christ and His Church. Parents are crucial in handing down the faith to their 

children and coaching them in the ways of faith.
