PASTORAL REFLECTION

t Pentecost in 1950, when I was a
teenager, my father gave me a little
book which has been close to me ever
since — By Faith With Thanksgiving, by
Philip Loyd, based on the teaching of the Jesuit
Father Xavier Lercari in his Mensis Eucharisticus.

The book provides a devotional method by which
to prepare to receive Holy Communion and to give
thanks afterwards, in, as Philip Loyd writes, “devout adoration of the
Lord Jesus as He reveals His love and presence to us in the Blessed
Sacrament of His Body and Blood”.

Philip Loyd’s book is long out of print; but, happily, it is not necessary
to possess a copy in order to use its very simple method. The first step
is to read the lections and prayers for the day, and then, in the light of
that reading, to consider these three questions:

Who comes?
To whom does He come?
For what purpose does He come?

Thus, this Sunday, the Twenty-First Sunday in Ordinary Time, might
lead to the following very simple considerations:

Who comes? Jesus, the Master, who alone has the words of Spirit and
everlasting life.

To whom does He come? To you, who know that the Lord’s sayings are
hard, though you recognize that they are life-giving.

For what purpose does He come? So that you may taste and see the
goodness of the Lord.

And then later, after having received Holy Communion, you may give
thanks — again under three heads. Thus, on this coming Sunday:

Behold Him in your heart, making it firm because as you have come to
believe and are convinced that he is the Holy One of God.

Love Him, because the Father has granted you to see Jesus, the Son of
Man, in his ascended glory.

Pray Him to enable you to enter ever more deeply into the mystery of
the marriage of Christ and the Church.

So, using these gentle suggestions by Philip Loyd and Father Lercari as
a guide, may we indeed “feed on Him in our hearts by faith with
thanksgiving”. This week’s reflection is by Fr. Allan Hawkins.
