2020 Oberammergau Passion Play Pilgrimage 
 
Bishop Steven invites you to join him and Father Tom Cronkleton 
on a Pilgrimage to the 2020 Oberammergau Passion Play from 
September 26-October 5, 2020.  In addition to the Passion Play, 
we will visit the Dachau Concentration Camp Memorial, King    
Ludwigôs Castle, Liechtenstein, Lucerne, the Cathedral in Cologne 
with the relics of the Magi and a Rhine river cruise ending with a 
wine tasting.  The costs are a Pilgrim Fee of $180, which includes 
pilgrim materials, parking and transportation from Holy Trinity in 
Cheyenne to Denver and the Tour Package of $4,558, includes 
meals and transportation from Denver.  Registration and the    
brochure are available online at: https://bit.ly/2NUuvIT.  Tour is 
limited to 40 on a first come basis, but will have a waiting list in 
case someone cannot go. 

 
God Longs to Bring me Home 

 
For most of my life I have struggled to find God, to know God, to 
love God. I have tried hard to follow the guidelines of the spiritual 
lifeðpray always, work for others, read the Scripturesðand to 
avoid the many temptations to dissipate myself. I have failed many 
times but always tried again, even when I was close to despair. 
Now I wonder whether I have sufficiently realized that during all 
this time God has been trying to find me, to know me, and to love 
me. The question is not ñHow am I to find God?ò but ñHow am I to 
let myself be found by him?ò The question is not ñHow am I to 
know God?ò but ñHow am I to let myself be known by God?ò And, 
finally, the question is not ñHow am I to love God?ò but ñHow am I 
to let myself be loved by God?ò God is looking into the distance for 
me, trying to find me, and longing to bring me home.

Paulôs entire life can be explained in terms of one experienceðhis meeting with Jesus 
on the road to Damascus. In an instant, he saw that all the zeal of his dynamic          
personality was being wasted, like the strength of a boxer swinging wildly. Perhaps he 
had never seen Jesus, who was only a few years older. But he had acquired a zealotôs 
hatred of all Jesus stood for, as he began to harass the Church: ñéentering house after 
house and dragging out men and women, he handed them over for imprisonmentò (Acts 
8:3b). Now he himself was ñentered,ò possessed, all his energy harnessed to one  
goalðbeing a slave of Christ in the ministry of reconciliation, an instrument to help 
others experience the one Savior. 
One sentence determined his theology: ñI am Jesus, whom you are persecutingò (Acts 
9:5b). Jesus was mysteriously identified with peopleðthe loving group of people Saul 
had been running down like criminals. Jesus, he saw, was the mysterious fulfillment of 
all he had been blindly pursuing. 
From then on, his only work was to ñpresent everyone perfect in Christ. For this I labor 
and struggle, in accord with the exercise of his power working within meò (Colossians 
1:28b-29). ñFor our gospel did not come to you in word alone, but also in power and in 
the Holy Spirit and [with] much convictionò (1 Thessalonians 1:5a). 
Paulôs life became a tireless proclaiming and living out of the message of the cross: 
Christians die baptismally to sin and are buried with Christ; they are dead to all that is 
sinful and unredeemed in the world. They are made into a new creation, already sharing 
Christôs victory and someday to rise from the dead like him. Through this risen Christ the 
Father pours out the Spirit on them, making them completely new. 
So Paulôs great message to the world was: You are saved entirely by God, not by       
anything you can do. Saving faith is the gift of total, free, personal and loving             
commitment to Christ, a commitment that then bears fruit in more ñworksò than the Law 
could ever contemplate. 

Reflection 
 
Paul is undoubtedly hard to understand. His style often reflects the rabbinical style of 
argument of his day, and often his thought skips on mountaintops while we plod below. 
But perhaps our problems are accentuated by the fact that so many beautiful jewels 
have become part of the everyday coin in our Christian language.  franciscanmedia.org  

On Friday the 25th of January we celebrate the Feast of the Conversion of 
Saint Paul, Apostle.  A most auspicious occurrence in the early Church that still 
guides us today.  Although Caravaggio shows Paul lying under a horse, the 
Gospel does not bear this out.  However, the encounter was certainly              
life-changing for him and for all of us.
