Reflections for 
The Third Sunday of Lent 

In Jesus’ day, meeting at the town well was like 

meeting at the mall or the coffee shop today.  However, the 

law stipulated that the sexes are not to mingle at the 

well.  Finally, Jews and Samaritans never intermingled 

because religious differences between the two were strong 

and deep. 

All of this comes into play as we moderns try to 

understand the unusual circumstances of the social 

interaction that long ago day when a Samaritan woman 

comes to the well, alone and at noon and runs into a greeting 

Jesus.  His disciples had gone into town to get lunch 

supplies. 

Jesus asks the woman for a drink; promises living 

water; predicts the future style of worship that will heal the 

divide between them, and even addresses the woman’s 

marital situation, to her great surprise. All of this convinces 

the woman that this Man is special.  As a result, she goes 

and broadcasts what has happened to her fellow 

townspeople, and they respond not only with conversion to 

Jesus but also an invitation to stay with them awhile. 

Why do we hear this story?  And why in Lent?  I 

think because that Samaritan woman represents all of us at 

times in living or not living out our baptism into Christ.  A 

wall goes up, so to speak, between Jesus and us, built by us 

by our stubborn decisions to sin and be alienated from the 

one Person who will do us the most good. 

That woman at the well was trapped by invincible 

ignorance, which is to say that she did not realize the futility 

of her life without Jesus and how much she needed “living 

water”.  Jesus was not only at the well, but He was and is 

forever the well of life and truth. 

In Lent, we strive to rid ourselves of invincible 

ignorance, that is, pretending that we don’t know what is 

expected of us as a Christian, especially as we interact with 

the wide world. We have been given the “living water” but 

sometimes we don’t want to drink it or we complain about 

the taste. There is an old African proverb that applies here. 

“The sin worse than murder in the desert is to know where 

the water is and not to tell it.” Rev. Leonard N. Peterson

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We observed the Commemoration of St. Patrick this past Friday – a day that “everybody is Irish”, 

marked by the consumption of various green foods and, this year, the many queries of “even though it’s a 

Friday of Lent, can I still have corned beef?” (in case you hadn’t asked: yes Bishop O’Connell gave 

dispensation and asked the faithful to observe the abstinence on another day). While recognizing this great saint, 

not so many people know that Sunday March 19
th

 (although this year transferred to Monday) is the Solemnity 

of St. Joseph, husband of Mary. Incidentally, as a solemnity, when St. Joseph’s Day falls on a Friday during 

Lent, the dispensation from the abstinence is automatic and doesn’t have to be granted by a bishop! 

Who was St. Joseph? Unlike so many individuals involved in the story of Jesus’ birth, there no biblical 

record of any words spoken by this “silent saint.” St. Joseph was born in Bethlehem and worked as a carpenter, 

an occupation he later passed on to Jesus. He became betrothed to Mary, a consecrated virgin, in order to serve 

as her protector. Sources outside of the Bible indicate that Joseph was an older man at the time and was a 

widower with grown-up children (which some believe to be the “brothers and sisters” of Jesus referred to in the 

Gospel), but there is no way to know for certain. Tradition tells us that he had the great honor to have died in 

the presence of Mary and Jesus and is considered the patron saint for a happy death. During his life he was 

given the great responsibility of caring for and protecting the Blessed Virgin Mary and her Son, so St. Joseph is 

also considered the patron and protector of the entire Church. 

This great saint was an earthly father whose actions spoke so much more than any words could. He is a 

model of how our deeds influence others far more than what we say. As a reflection, I would like to offer a brief 

prayer by St. Bernadine of Siena: “Be mindful of us, blessed Joseph, and intercede for us with Him whom men 

thought to be your Son. Win for us the favor of the most Blessed Virgin your spouse, the mother of Him who 

lives and reigns with the Holy Spirit through ages unending. Amen.” 

P.S. If perhaps you need something a bit more “concrete” for reflection, consider this recent note written on one 

of our children’s offertory envelopes: “I sat with my friend when kids were mean to her.”

The purpose of fasting is to “experience the effects of not eating. It also serves to be a penance or a sacrifice for 

the purpose of strengthening us.” (Creighton University’s Praying Lent 2017) It does not necessarily need to be 

food that we sacrifice.  There are so many other wonderful ways to fast.  I saw a quote recently by an unknown 

that said “If you can’t be kind, be quiet.”  We may want to try not responding inappropriately as a form of fast.  

When we deny ourselves something we are asking God to do something. “I can do all things through Christ who 

strengthens me.”( Phil 4: 13). We can fast, we just need to try.  We only have to give God that little edge and he 

comes in and does powerful things.

LENT INSTRUCTION 
 “These forty days of Lent, O Lord, with you we 
fast and pray.”  This line from a popular hymn we sing 
in our parishes during the season of Lent contains a very 
important truth.  During the days and weeks of penance 
that lie ahead --- from Ash Wednesday, March 1

st
  until 

Holy Thursday, April 13
th

   ---  it is with YOU, Lord, 
with YOU we fast and pray.  The model Jesus gave us 
for “these forty days” was his own experience of the 
desert and the temptations that followed him there where 
he encountered Satan face to face.  And yet, Jesus, there 
in the desert --- alone, fasting and in intense prayer --- 
beat back the devil and triumphed over temptation, as 
strong and as unrelenting as it was throughout those 
forty days. 
 We enter the desert of Lent like Jesus, led by the 
Holy Spirit, to face our devils, our temptations head on.  
But we are not alone.  “With YOU we fast and pray” is 
our song.  The Lord Jesus Christ is with us.  And so, too, 
is the Church, the entire community of faith observing 
Lent.  “With YOU, too, we fast and pray.” Here is what 
the Catholic Church in the United States asks of us as 
baptized Catholics: 
 

1. The days of fast (only one full meal) and 
abstinence (no meat) are Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday. 

2. All other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence 
(no meat). 
 

 Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged 
to fast (only one full meal) as above.  From the age of 
14, people are also obliged to abstain (no meat: this 
obligation prohibits the eating of meat, but not eggs, 
milk products or condiments of any kind, even though 
made from animal fat). 
 The obligation to observe the laws of fast and 
abstinence is a serious one for Catholics.  Failure to 
observe one penitential day in itself is not considered a 
serious sin.  It is the failure to observe any penitential 
days at all, or a substantial number of days, which must 
be considered serious. 
 The obligation, the privilege really, of receiving 
the Eucharist at least once a year --- often called “Easter 
duty” --- for those in the state of grace should still be 
fulfilled during the period from the First Sunday of 
Lent, March 5

th
 to Trinity Sunday, June 11

th
 .  

However, the Church’s law does permit this precept to 
be fulfilled at another time during the year when there is 
a just cause. 
 I want to encourage Catholics to get to 
confession and to make use of the sacrifices and 
traditions that have always been part of our Lenten 
practices in the Church. 
 We do, indeed, fast and pray with the Lord Jesus 
and with our fellow Catholics.  May this Lent be a time 
of penance, grace and joy for us all.
