0As they were proceeding on their journey someone
said to him, Wwill follow you wherever you go.Q And to
another he said, Pollow me.Q And someone said ¥ will
follow you Lord, butX Tdthim he said,CNo one who sets a
hand to the plow and looks to what was left behind is fit
for the kingdom of God.Q £

How often we hear the expression of a Wake up call.Q
Sometimes it is reflected in a health emergency, a financial
crisis or family need. We are shaken from our routine and
respond to an important need.

During the summer months our pace often slows, a more
relaxed way of living takes over — vacation, diversion, rest.
The scriptures today can call for a change. As Jesus turns
and begins His journey to Jerusalem, well intentioned per-
sons commit themselves to accompany Him. They do so
with reservation. The little word WButCets in the way. The
sense of urgency of a disciple is weakened, as the chal-
lenge of discipleship is sounded. Pope Francis has designat-
ed all of us as ‘hissionary disciples.Q
