Meditations on the “Our Father”... Part Two

For the sake of uniformity the form of the Our Father to be used during these
meditations will be the one prayed during Holy Mass...

“Our Father, Who art in Heaven, hallowed by Thy name; Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done on earth as it is
in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass
against us, and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. Amen.”

There has been some unfortunate and at times “convenient” interpretation of
Holy Scripture by individuals which again move people away from each other,
away from a worshipping community and ultimately away from what God in-
| tended and therefore God, Himself. One such misunderstood passage is... “But
| when you pray, go to your inner room, close the door, and pray to your Father
(| in secret. And your Father who sees in secret will repay you.” (Matthew 6:6) It

» I row a better day by addressing all those moments we could have, with the grace
of God, done better. Having stated that, there are those who will use this pas-
sage, Matthew 6:6, as an opportunity to rationalize why they do not, will nor or
refuse to attend Sunday Masses. “See, even God told us to go to my own
room.” Or, “see praying to God by yourself is good enough.” One of the most important aspects of reading
and understanding Sacred Scriptures is to open your hearts to what God intends through the written words of
the Sacred texts, and not impose a meaning upon that text that will then help us to explain our lives.

Jesus said, “When you pray, do not be like the hypocrites, who love to stand and pray in the synagogues and
on Street corners so that others may see them. Amen, I say to you, they have received their reward. But when
you pray, go to your inner room, close the door, and pray to your Father in secret. And your Father who sees
in secret will repay you. In praying, do not babble like the pagans, who think that they will be heard because
of their many words. Do not be like them.” (Matthew 6:5-8) Our Blessed Lord was trying to educate the peo-
ple of His time against doing a thing just to be seen by those who gather around you. When you do then you
have already received your reward from those people... “Look, isn’t he so holy.” Our actions whether public
or private should begin and end with serving God as the reason for doing them. So, when God has moved into
prayer, whether in a faith community or alone in one’s room, this is a grace-filled moment and God will re-
ward us. Again, we have to be careful about then jumping to the misguided conclusion spoken of above that
we can JUST pray in our room, because directly following these passages or warning by Jesus of do not be like
the hypocrites, Jesus teaches us to pray and the prayer spoken from heaven by the Son of God, Jesus Christ,
begin “Our Father.”

“Our,” then is a directive by the Almighty Son of God to gather together. To be become one in the Mystical
Body of Christ, to be come one in faith, in practice, in love and worship of the Father. This oneness is lived
out when we fulfill the command of the Saviour to worship the Father, Son and Spirit by praying as one in
keeping holy the Sabbath as we worship God at Sunday Mass.
