TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 In 1794, a young Irishwoman befriended two 
widows aboard ship while emigrating to America. 
They bought a house in Philadelphia and began to 
live a community life under the direction of a priest. 
Soon they relocated to Washington. There, the 
“pious ladies,” as the neighbors called them, were 
asked by their priest friend, by then the president of 
Georgetown University, to begin a religious 
community. In 1799 they established a branch of the 
Visitation Order founded by Saint Jane de Chantal 
and Saint Francis de Sales in the 1620s. 
 The unique vision of this order followed a sensible 
routine, less arduous and more flexible than most 
traditions, and also accepted widows and older 
women. Amazingly, this American outpost of the 
Visitation began without reference to the “rule” of the 
Order. Most of the European convents had been lost 
under the “reign of terror,” and the rules and customs 
of the community could not be obtained. A copy of the 
rule was discovered in 1812, and in 1816 the pope 
officially established the monastery. By then, some 
French nuns had regrouped, and they sent a habit 
and cross to be copied. (No religious wore the habit in 
public in the United States until after the Civil War.) 
From the beginning, the Georgetown nuns had an 
educational mission, even though they discovered in 
the “rule” that such work was officially off-limits for the 
contemplative life. In America, the nuns depended on 
a school for their livelihood, so the rule was adapted. 
Today, the Academy of the Visitation is a thriving 
example of excellence in Catholic education, and the 
adjacent monastery is the oldest monastic foundation 
in the original thirteen United States.

FROM THE PASTOR 
It has been written: “the baptized….are 
consecrated as a spiritual house and a holy 
priesthood.” (Lumen Gentium #10) 
 
When actions of ordained clergy betray the 
vocation of “shepherd” the consequences are 
devastating to all God’s children.  We are all 
sinners, but we are all called to be saints, and like 
the sheep in Psalm 23 we are always in need of 
Christ like shepherds. 
 
Biagio Mazza an adult faith formation author and 
coordinator writes in Formation: 
 

Priesthood of All the Faithful 
Clergy and laity are one in Christ 

 
How do we carry out our common baptismal 
priesthood, our consecration of the “world itself to 
God,” in our daily life and activities? 
 
Pre-Vatican II Catholics grew up with an exalted 
notion of the ordained priesthood and religious life.  
Many perceived priests and religious to be on a 
higher level of spirituality and closeness to God 
than other people. They placed priests and 
religious on a pedestal, seeing them as more 
perfect and far removed from the vices that plagued 
the rest of humanity. This resulted in many 
Catholics being shocked to discover that priests 
and religious smoked, drank alcohol, watched TV, 
swam in bathing suits and did many other mundane 
things like the rest of us.  Even more shocking was 
the fact that priests and religious could be sinners 
like the rest of us, a few of them involved in various 
degrees of immoral practices, exemplified by the 
recent uncovering of the scandal of abuse of 
minors. 
 
The theological underpinning that formed the laity’s 
perception of the ordained and religious was 
challenged by the different vision of church and 
priesthood called for by most of the participants at 
Vatican II.  There were many ways in which the 
final council documents offered a different 
perspective.  It was concretized best in the  
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theological principle of the “priesthood of all the faithful.”  Lumen Gentium #10 summarizes this key teaching 
well: 

Christ the Lord, high priest taken from the midst of humanity, made the new people “a kingdom and 
 priests to his God and Father.”  The baptized, by regeneration and the anointing of the Holy Spirit, are 
 consecrated as a spiritual house and a holy priesthood, that through all their Christian activities, they 
 may offer spiritual sacrifices and proclaim the marvels of him who has called then out of darkness into 
 his wonderful light.  Therefore, all the disciples of Christ, persevering in prayer and praising God,  should 
 present themselves as a sacrifice, living, holy and pleasing to God.  They should everywhere on earth 
 bear witness to Christ. 
 
This theological insight of the early church was retrieved first by Martin Luther I the 1520s, at the cost of 
downplaying the ministerial priesthood.  The church reacted by going in the opposite direction, emphasizing 
the ministerial priesthood while downplaying the baptismal priesthood.  Not till Vatican II would that balance be 
retrieved.  Fifty years later, we still struggle to do justice to both as they share equally in the priesthood of 
Christ.  No matter the distinctions between the two, Lumen Gentium #10 clearly states that 
 
the common priesthood of all the faithful and the ministerial or hierarchical priesthood are nonetheless 
interrelated: each in its own way shares in the one priesthood of Christ. The ministerial priest…brings about the 
Eucharistic sacrifice and offers it to God in the name of all the people.  The faithful indeed, by virtue of their 
royal priesthood, share in the offering of the Eucharist. 
 
The priest presides at the Eucharist as the whole community unites with him in celebrating the Eucharist.  We 
are all celebrating the Eucharist.  We are all celebrants of the Eucharist, with Lumen Gentium #34 saying 
boldly of the laity that 

 all their works…if accomplished in the Spirit…become spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through 
 Jesus Christ. … In the celebration of the Eucharist, these are offered to the Father in all piety along with 
 the body of the Lord.  And so worshiping everywhere by their holy actions, the laity consecrate the 
 world itself to God. 
 
The laity, along with the priest who presides, offer their lives as spiritual sacrifice to God through Jesus, thus 
together consecrating the bread and wine, their daily works and all of creation to God.  The ministerial 
priesthood, flowing from the common baptismal priesthood in Christ, is established as servant to the common 
priesthood of all the faithful.  Together we all consecrate bread and wine, daily living and actions, hopes and 
sorrow, and all of life and creation to God in Christ through the power of the Spirit given to us at baptism. 
 
Today we still struggle to make all the faithful - clergy and laity - aware of our oneness in the priesthood of 
Christ and of the clear implications of what we are doing whenever we gather for Eucharist.  We all worship 
and consecrate our lives together with the presider, who leads us in our celebration.  A further challenge, 
especially for the laity, centers on developing a eucharistic spirituality that suffuses all of life and creation.  In 
other words, how do we carry out our common baptismal priesthood, our consecration of the “world itself to 
God,” in our daily life and activities?  A eucharistic spirituality alive and active in the world is the very heart of 
Jesus’ mission, powerfully modeled for us by Pope Francis. 
 
And so, the Body of Christ on earth clergy and laity must be “gate keepers” to the people of God, “shepherds to 
the flock” ever vigilant to the force of evil that constantly seek to corrupt the gate keeper and kill the flock. 
 
The power of clergy and laity together, one in Christ, in the Eucharist, in prayer, in sacrifice, in service - will 
prevail and the gates of Hell shall not destroy us. 
 
Pray for apostolic clergy, religious and lay vocations to serve all God’s people.
