He dispatched his servants to summon the invited guests to the feast, but they refused to 

come. A second time he sent other servants, saying, 'Tell those invited: "Behold, I have prepared my banquet, my calves and fattened 

cattle are killed, and everything is ready; come to the feast."' Some ignored the invitation and went away, one to his farm, another to his 

business.  The rest laid hold of his servants, mistreated them, and killed them.  The king was enraged and sent his troops, destroyed those 

murderers, and burned their city.  Then he said to his servants, 'The feast is ready, but those who were invited were not worthy to come.  

Go out, therefore, into the main roads and invite to the feast whomever you find.' The servants went out into the streets and gathered all 

they found, bad and good alike, and the hall was filled with guests.  But when the king came in to meet the guests, he saw a man there not 

dressed in a wedding garment.

Introduing the Chore Coupon Project ï the adventure begins!  As 

part of this year’s catechetical theme, “Living as Missionary Disci-

ples,” the Faith Formation ministry (CCE) is asking families of chil-

dren in the English classes to emphasize SERVICE in the life of a missionary disciple through stewardship.  God has given us 

everything. We acknowledge this by being good stewards of his generous gifts ï we support the Church and other charita-

ble efforts with our time, talent and treasure (the three Tôs).  Time and talent are being emphasized first in this 

Project by encouraging children to give from their abilities and time.  Parents and children agree on a task which 

the child can do, which is not on his/her usual chore list, and the number of times s/he will do it.  The parent signs 

off on the coupon when the task is completed; the child puts the coupon in the Sunday collection, just as adults put 

in a donation.  The focus is first in the home, with Mom or Dad or siblings or grandparents, and later in the neighborhood, the 

community, and beyond, as the parents decide.
