Today in Childrenôs Liturgy of the Word we talked about giving 
our best gift to God. In todayôs Gospel reading, Jesus says that 
before we come to the altar, we have to make peace with the 
other person who is angry with us.  At Mass the priest stands at 
the altar, where he leads us in prayer. During Mass people from 
the congregation bring the gifts of bread, wine, and water to the 
altar. We pray to God to bless the gifts and to transform them. 
When the priest speaks the words of Jesus, the bread and wine 
become Christ. In addition to these gifts, we bring the gift of our-
selves to the altar during Mass. This means we want to give 
God the best we have to offer. We want to bring God gifts that 
are whole and that includes ourselves. God gives us the grace, 
help, and strength to love as he loves, to forgive as he forgives, 
to think and judge as he judges, and to act as he acts with mer-
cy, loving-kindness, and goodness. The Lord loves righteous-
ness and hates wickedness. Jesus made it very clear that the 
essence of God's law - his commandments and his very way of 
life, must be fulfilled. God's law flows from his love, goodness, 
and holiness. It is a law of grace, love, and freedom. That is why 
God commands us to love him above all else and to follow the 
way of his son, the Lord, Jesus who taught us how to love by 
laying down our lives for one another. Jesus taught reverence 
for God's law - reverence for God Himself, reverence for the 
Lord's Day, reverence and respect for our parents, respect for 
life, for property, for another person's good name, respect for 
oneself and for one's neighbor, so that wrong or hurtful desires 
do not master or enslave us. Reverence and respect for Godôs 
commandments teach us the way of love - love of God and love 
of neighbor. By following God's commandments, we are able to 
bring the best gift of ourselves to the altar of the Lord.
