The Christmas Eve Wigilia Supper forms the focal point of the Polish Yuletide customs. Wigilia, which means vigil, 

commemorates the birth of Jesus. For Polish families, the meal starts when the eastern star appears through the  

parlor window to serve as a guide to the Birth of Jesus in the same manner as the star of Bethlehem was a guide to 

the Magi! The meal begins with the ancient tradition of breaking oplatek, a thin wafer, or bread of love. It is passed to 

the various members of the family who put it to their lips and wish each other Blessings for the upcoming year.
