As I have explained 

previously, the charter school tenants we had for many years on the second floor of the building abruptly 

moved out in the Fall of 2014.  We were able to sue them on the rental contract and collect some of the money 

that was due to us.  Because of this money, we expect to have a modest surplus for the 2015-16 fiscal year that 

will be ending June 30.  

 

For over a year we have been actively looking for a new tenant for the second floor ɬ but with no luck.   Since 

use of the space is pretty much limited to a school, at this point, it appears likely that it will remain vacant for 

at least the next school year.   

 

As a result, we are anticipating a very large deficit of $192,277 for the 2016-17 fiscal year.  Our spending has

budgeted for the next fiscal year.  While the parish has some savings to sustain us in the short term, it is 

obviously a situation that cannot continue for very long.   

 

As a possible solution, I have inquired about the feasibility of  leasing out the entire Parish Center building.        

I am told that while there has been no real interest in renting one floor of the building, there is som e interest in 

renting the entire building.     

 

To do this, of course we would have to find a new area for our PREP classrooms and for parish meeting space.  

While nothing is settled, we are looking at the possibility of building PREP classrooms within the  gym.  This 

would still leave a large space in the gym for parish events such as the International Supper, the Fun Fest, and 

other large meetings.  (It would not, however, allow for basketball.)  We are also looking at the convent 

basement for possible meeting space. It is large and has a separate ground level entrance off the parking lot.     

It would, however, require some work.  

 

Again, nothing has been decided, but it is possible that we will have to make some decisions in the coming 

months.  While it wo uld be nice to leave things as they are, we can no longer afford to leave so much space 

underutilized, when it has the potential of being a source of much needed income.  

 

I have been discussing these things with the parish finance and pastoral councils over the past months and will 

be keeping you informed as we move forward.
