
Lazarus ,  Come Out  
Dear Parishioners: 
 
 The great Jesuit homilist Walter J. Burghardt wrote that today’s liturgy of Lent focuses on life and death. The 
context of the first reading from Ezekiel is exile. In 597 B.C., when Ezekiel was about 26, the Babylonian King  
Nebuchadnezzar assaulted and conquered Jerusalem. The city survived, but most of the leading citizens were deported 
to Babylon. Among the exiles was Ezekiel. Educated for service as a priest, he found himself in a foreign land, where he 
had neither temple nor communal worship. 
 
 Ezekiel prophesies that the people will experience God's presence once again when the exiles repent of their 
infidelities, recognize that human optimism is hopeless, and despair of what they can do by their naked selves. God will 
give them a new Spirit. God will give them new life in a Jerusalem restored, in a temple rebuilt. From death will come 
life.  
 
 From Ezekiel, the readings move to Paul, who says to the Romans, “Dead are those who are in the flesh.” For 
Paul, "flesh" has a special meaning. It denotes man and woman in our natural, visible, and physical existence; it  
connotes the human creature left to our natural instincts. 
 
 If "being the flesh" is what it means to be dead, who are alive? For Paul, those are alive who are "in the Spirit," 
in whom God's Spirit really dwells. Is this too vague for you? Paul says you can be reasonably sure that you are alive, 
you can be confident that God is at work within you, if the fruits of the Spirit shine out from you. Paul lists nine: 
 
 You are alive when your life radiates love: if your life is centered not on yourself but on a network of  
relationships around you. 
 
 You are alive when joy suffuses your whole self, a joy that lends 
joy to all you touch. 
 
 You are alive when you are at peace: at peace with yourself, at 
peace with your sisters and brothers. 
 
 You are alive when you are patient: when you can absorb the 
daily slings and arrows with a measure of calm, with a minimum of  
complaint. 
 
 You are alive when you are kind, not only to your own kind, but 
to such as drive you around the bend. 
 
 You are alive when you are generous: liberal in giving, a free 
spender and not a free-loader, free from meanness of mind, and from 
smallness of spirit.   
 
 You are alive when you are faithful: when you are full of trust in 
God and your fellows, when you inspire faith and trust in others. 
 
 You are alive when you are gentle: when you are caring,  
courteous, and considerate. 
 
 You are alive when you are in control, not of others, but of  
yourself; master of whatever passions make you less than human, less a 
mirror of the Christ in whose image you were fashioned. 
 
 This is what it means to be alive, to be fully alive in God's Spirit.  
From Paul the readings move majestically to John's Gospel.  It challeng-
es the assumption that the purpose of human life 
is only to live well now.  The "good news" of the 
Lazarus story is not simply that we are alive now, but that we are destined to be alive forever.

It challenges the assumption that the purpose of human life is only to live well now. The "good news" of the Lazarus 
story is not simply that we are alive now, but that we are destined to be alive forever. 
 
 Do you really think the Son of God would have put on our flesh, preached a kingdom not of this world, and died 
brutally between two thieves so that we could live only this life on earth? 
 
 Today, Ezekiel, Paul, and John guarantee us in different ways that God can make dry bones spring to life. But 
like Lent itself, the readings remind us that rising involves dying.  The death that Jesus saves us from is what death 
stands for all during life: the death of our fascination with control, of our demanding our own way, of our isolation 
through shame or pride or resentment. Relating to Jesus raises us up right now. Jesus freeing us from sin right now is the 
way Christ is our resurrection. 
 
 Lent, the cross, and Easter all tell you graphically that the Christian choice is learning how to live by dying to self. It 
was not by refusing to die that Christ conquered death. It was in His very dying that He gave us new life, His life, now 
and forever. 
 
 So whatever your cross, don't run from it. Simply ask the Christ of Calvary to carry it with you. For it is in  
dying, not only to sin but to yourself, not only to selfish ambitions but to green hopes that have turned to ashes, not only 
to money and power and fame but to your own plans for exalted living -- it is in dying to yourself that you come to life 
in Christ.
