Baptismal Preparation 
is held quarterly. Call the parish office to for next scheduled date. The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated on the first and third Sunday of every 
month. 
MARRIAGE: If one of the engaged couple (or their parents) is registered at St. Maryôs arrangements may be made personally by the couple at least 
six months in advance. 8-10 months is preferred. 
SICK CALLS: We are happy to visit the sick and bring Communion to them. Please notify the parish office. 
ANNULMENT PROCESS: If you are contemplating filing for an annulment; know that it is a healing process. It takes up to 18 months for 
the Tribunal to complete each case, so please take that into consideration. Call the parish office for more information.

Everyday Stewardship 
 
Recently, my high school daughter attended a baptism at a 
nondenominational church of one of her friends. A decent 
group of girls, from all different denominations, attended 
and congratulated her after the service. The photos from the 
event show faces full of joy and the love the girls had for 
their friend. The girl had been planning this event for many 
months, seemingly against her mother's wishes, but in the 
end, her mother and grandparents attended the service as 
well. I guess since it meant so much to her daughter, in the 
end she couldn't help but give in and put aside her bias 
against religion and attend. 
 
And it was very important for this girl. She not only wanted 
to belong to the body of Christ, she wanted to begin a new 
chapter in her life. Yes, she was a new creation in Christ 
and that made her very happy, but we sometimes focus so 
much on the theology of the sacrament that we can mini-
mize the experience of a fresh start in life. Who we were 
previously exists no more, and God only sees the unblem-
ished lamb before him. 
 
When Jesus sought out the baptism of John, it was not the 
same baptism that you and I receive. There was no sin to 
wash away and no dying and rising, but it was a profound 
new beginning, the start of a ministry that would lead to the 
death and Resurrection into which we then are baptized. 
 
After your baptism, what was your new life like? Do you 
not remember because you were a baby? If you came into 
the Church through RCIA later in life, maybe you can an-
swer this more easily. But if you were baptized as an infant, 
perhaps it is time to recapture that moment and reflect on 
being a new creation. It will make your stewardship way of 
life more meaningful and provide the strength to answer the 
Lord's call every day.

The Baptism of the Lord 
 

By the end of next weekend we will know the two teams that 
will be playing in Super Bowl XLVII. When the NFL draft took 
place during the last weekend of April many fans watched in 
eager anticipation to see whom their favorite team would select. 
When the draft was over, some of those same fans began an 
analysis of their team's picks trying to predict whether the new 
players would help their team develop into a winning combina-
tion. While seasoned players are often the ones who lead the 
way, the newest members of the team can be called on at a mo-
ment's notice to perform at the highest level of the sport. Fans 
and coaches alike were filled with expectations for these new 
recruits. And at this point in the season, near the end of the 
playoffs, we know whether those expectations were fulfilled or 

whether they were misplaced. 
 

Early in his Gospel, St. Luke describes a similar situation in 
reference to John the Baptist. Of course, in first-century Pales-
tine there was no "prophet draft" to see who could make the cut 
as best proclaimer of the word of God. We know that there was 
any number of people at the time of Jesus who exercised pro-
phetic ministry. Some even claimed to be the Messiah who 
would throw off the yoke of a foreign oppressor, the Romans. 

John never claimed that. 
 

Today's feast honors the second of three mysteries that are cele-
brated as the manifestation of Christ. Last week it was the Magi 
who bore witness. This week it is John the Baptist and the Holy 
Spirit descending as a dove. Next week it will be the miracle at 
Cana that testifies that Jesus is the Christ, the anointed One of 
God. Unlike some of the rookie players who were drafted last 
spring, we can acknowledge that Jesus has met every expecta-

tion and fulfilled all that we had hoped for.
