You are my servant...(Isaiah 49:3, 5-6).

“He is amazing,” “She is hilarious,” “I think of the world
of him or her,” “WOW!” Some of these commendations
and praises we heard all the time, when one thinks highly of
someone they know, or has been positive and outstanding in
good demeanor and behavior. Especially, the wonderful
comments we always hear from the awesome people who
make a great impact in someone’s life, and a good differ-
ence in family, community, or nations.

Today’s Readings, we heard similar testimony and wit-
nesses of those who know, see, and heard the person name
JESUS!

The Prophet Isaiah 49:3, 5-6; speaks of Jesus’ attributes;
His calling and His resume of who He is and what is he be-
coming and do for everyone. Jesus, the Son of God is the
“...light to the nations...salvation of the earth...servant...
show my glory...raise up the tribes of Jacob and restore the
survivors of Israel.”  This Lord Jesus will set the cap-
tives free and gives hope and salvation to all.

In addition, the Second Letter of Saint Paul to the Corin-
thians, Saint Paul reminds the community of the calling
they had received from Christ Jesus and greeted and blessed
the community. Saint Paul reminded the faith community as
he states, “...vou who have been sanctified in Christ Jesus,
called to be holy, with all those everywhere who call upon
the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, their Lord and ours.”

And again, today’s Holy Gospel according to Saint John,
John recognized and acknowledged the Son of God,
“Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the
world.” Saint John described Jesus, the Son of God as the

“Lamb of God,” “I saw the Spirit come down like a dove
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from heaven and remain upon him,” “see the Spirit come
down and remain,”
Holy Spirit.” As a result, Saint John attested and emphati-
cally to what he saw and witnessed, “Now I have seen

and testified that he is the Son of God.”
