FROM THE PASTOR

If anyone wishes to be the first, he shall be the last of all
and the servant of all, (Mark 9:30-37).

Joy is in the heart of those who seek peace. In times of tumult and jubi-
lations we always find ourselves uncertain to what we should do. Yet,
we always settle what is coming on our way with prayers, peaceful
resolution and dialogue among ourselves, others, and nations who seek
1it.

Today’s readings open the “pandora’s box” to what causes conflict and
upheaval in people. It stirs the heart when human passion is at risk.
When we covet and desire to possess wrongly, war results. Christians
task is to nurture peace. St. James in the second reading urges us to
always seek “wisdom from above,” and seek the righteousness of God
sown in peace, (James 3:16-4:3).

In today’s Gospel, Jesus predicts His Passion, Death, and Resurrection
to His disciples. Out of fear, they didn’t question Jesus of what He said.
Though, they were arguing among themselves who is the greatest. Je-
sus teaches that those who wish to be first will be the last and servant of
all. Welcoming a child in their presence signifies welcoming Jesus and
His Father. In the ancient world children were not as highly valued as
they are in our contemporary society; they had a lowly status. Jesus
presents the child as an example of what the disciples are to strive for;
as servants, they are to be attentive even to the least esteemed of socie-
ty.

Therefore, let us seek solitude in Jesus and let us be guided by His
teachings and examples. The Son of Man came to serve us, not to be
served (10:45). Discipleship teaches us about humility and the true
meaning of greatness, to serve others. When we do serve our brothers
and sisters with the love of Christ and His humility, we share the es-
sence of ourselves, it’s rewarding, joyful, and peaceful. Amen.
